Malvern Wells Neighbourhood Plan
What is a Neighbourhood Plan - and why do we need it? 


The Parish of Malvern Wells is developing a Neighbourhood Plan to ensure developments and changes within the parish are in keeping with the appearance, structure and needs of the parish. This will reflect the agreed priorities of the people living here; backed by thoroughly researched evidence. A few examples of things our Neighbourhood Plan will cover:

Development:  The type of development (housing and business) we would like to see come into the parish and the appropriate locations. 

Housing:  The type of homes that should be provided and who they should be for. 

Transport and Roads:  Managing traffic in the parish, safety issues and public transport. 

Amenities, Conservation, Environment:  Covers health & community facilities, children's play areas, access to the countryside, sports facilities, green areas and green/ eco initiatives. 

Tourism:  Its impact upon the parish.

A Neighbourhood Plan offers advantages over simply relying on the South Worcestershire Development Plan, or more informal plans like community or parish plans, mainly:
Community-led:  Produced by your Parish Council, following extensive consultations with you, therefore written by the people who actually live and work within the parish community.
More influence:  Our neighbourhood plan would be part of the statutory development plan for the area, so local authorities or planning inspectors would have to take our finalised plan into account when considering planning applications or appeals for our area. Whilst this does not mean we get full control over our planning, a plan certainly carries greater weight in decision making, effectively giving us more influence and control over development in our area.
To begin the process we have this short, starter questionnaire for you. We will drill down into more detail as time progresses. It’s vital to understand your opinion of key issues affecting the parish, so be sure to consider both sides of what you do and don’t like, and what you do or do not want to see, so we can devise the best plan for our future.
Answer as fully as you would like, using separate paper if necessary, and return by either:-
1. Cut-out and post to Parish Clerk at 1 Dockeray Avenue, Worcester WR4 0RX.

2. Visit the parish website www.malvernwells-pc.gov.uk for a copy of the questionnaire in A4- size Word 97-2003 format, then download to complete and return by any of these methods

4. Deliver by hand to Councillor Jackie Smethurst at 7 Lime Tree Avenue at Fruitlands, or call her on 01684 564240 and she will collect the form from you.

5. Deliver by hand to any of the following - Daniels Garage, McColls store, the Post Office or The Railway Inn.

Sample feedback and key results to be presented at the Summer Fete’s Neighbourhood Plan Stall on Sunday 11th Sept 2017, and at a further public meeting at the Village Hall on 3rd Oct 2017.

2. We will never publish or share any personal information you give us. It will only be used for us to check we have reached the broadest extent of input in accordance with our remit to produce a truly consultative plan. Results of data collected are anonymised when published, and held securely.

3. The few people involved with collecting questionnaires or inputting questionnaire data to the computer system will be required to sign a confidentiality agreement.
