Planning Applications received from Malvern Hills District Council 
The Committee carefully considered the under mentioned applications which had been submitted by Malvern Hills District Council for comment. The Chairman closed the meeting prior to the discussion of each item to allow members of the public present the opportunity to comment on the individual applications listed.

11/01087 FUL – 8 Heathland Close, Malvern WR 14 4JY

Loft conversion with flat dormer to rear.


Members raised no objections to this application.

11/00816 FUL – The Chace, 21 Chase Road, Malvern WR14 4JY 


Extension and internal alterations to existing care home to bring existing 


bedrooms in line with current standards and to provide additional 


accommodation.  

Following considerable discussion the Council was unanimous in registering its objections to this application due to the additional on street parking that would arise in Chase Road if the application was to be approved. Council Members were of the view that the development should not begin until parking for site operatives and additional visitors has been provided within the application site. This would then prevent additional indiscriminate on road parking near to the site which would have significant implications for road safety in the locality.

Although Members raised no objections to these two applications they requested that a response should be sent to the District Council asking them to ensure that the siting of the replacement cabinets does not cause any obstruction to the pavement at the proposed respective sites.

Pre Planning Applications 
Costain Ltd – Relocation of booster pumping station Lower Wyche Road  

Mr Simon Roberts representing Costain Ltd was in attendance at the meeting and outlined the derails of a planning application that his company was preparing on behalf of Severn Trent Water Authority in connection with the relocation of the booster pumping station situated at Lower Wyche Road

It was explained that in 2002 a new booster station was installed at Lower Wyche covered reservoir and boosters were designed to use Lower Wyche reservoir as a suction tank. Unfortunately the pumps did not perform due, in all probability, to problems with the suction conditions. Despite a number of modifications they remain inoperable. 

A new planning application is being prepared that will seek to relocate the existing booster pumps to a new purpose-built chamber near to the existing boundary wall at the bottom of the site. 

Members were shown diagrams and photographs of the proposed location of the new unit. Whilst Members were broadly in favour of the proposals they asked that the proposed new boundary wall at the site should be constructed so as to allow improvements for the line of sight for drivers of vehicles exiting Lower Wyche Road. Mr Roberts agreed that these comments would be given due consideration prior to the submission of the final plans.  

Boughton Butler Ltd- proposed residential development former Abbey College playing fields adj Rothwell Road
Mr Andrew Boughton representing Boughton Butler Ltd delivered a presentation on behalf of their unnamed clients for the development of the former Abbey College playing fields site bordering Rothwell Lane. The site is shown as one of the preferred option sites in the South Worcestershire Development Plan (SWDP Reference 13.7). Mr Boughton was advised that, as part of the Parish Council’s response to the consultation on the SWDP, consideration would be given to the inclusion of this particular site as a proposed development site.

Mr Boughton outlined his client’s proposals for development of the site which would see a mixed residential development consisting of up to 40 dwellings being constructed. 16 Properties (40% of the total) would be classified as affordable housing and would be aimed at meeting the needs identified for such housing which was identified in the local housing needs survey undertaken earlier in the year.

If the proposals were to go ahead a mixture of three, four and five bedroom properties would be built. Members were shown details of the indicative site layout.  

Special consideration would be given to the retention of development of tree screening for the site, and there would be an emphasis on the enhancement and development of recreational open space within the site boundary. 
Mr Boughton also indicated that the potential developers would consider gifting land included in the site boundary to the Parish Council for the development of Parish Amenities. In any event the developers would also be required to make a financial contribution under Section 106 of the Local Government Act which would also be used to support amenity development. 
Members agreed to give further consideration to these proposals at the next meeting of the Planning Committee scheduled for 10th November.   


There being no other business the Chairman closed the meeting at 9 35pm.
