Report from District Councillor Aaron Powell
· Covid figures appear to have peaked and are now decreasing.
· HGV driver shortages have impacted on bulky waste collection which has been suspended.

· Planning appeal – Station Rd, Bretforton has been dismissed.

· Yew Tree Cottage – the caravan located within the grounds was not actionable in 2019.

· No further progress on the site at the bottom of Mill Lane.

· Laurels Avenue proposed development will be discussed with the Executive Board in closed session in December.

Report from County Councillor, Alastair Adams

· Appended to the minutes.

The landlord of the Bridge Inn discussed his plans for reinstating the ferry across the river, he added that he had had communication with The Valley and the Avon Navigation Trust who he hoped would support his plans.  He stated that his plan was to run the service during social hours by the team at the Bridge Inn and it would be cycle friendly. Various discussions took place about fess and other local ferry services.  The Chairman suggested that he gain feedback from the local community which he said he was happy to do. 
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
