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From September 2016, when the suggestions were first received from residents, until May 2022, when 

we at last can see something like what we aimed for, has been a long haul!  Finding land that was 

actually for sale and would do what we wanted took many months and several false starts. 

Beginnings 

With planning consent at last, we started in August 2020 with a field divided into two and 

accommodating a couple of horses.  Before anything could be done, proper access gates and working 

ditches were essential. 

Dec 2020 

Looking for possible Roman remains 

was a requirement before we could 

start  laying out the project.  Following 

days of geophysical surveys and 

ground-penetrating radar, our 

archaeologist Martin Cook looked into 

holes dug by Steve Underhill.  

Surprisingly few finds were made, and 

nothing to be followed up with large-

scale excavations.

Cemetery 

We were very fortunate to be able to use Lynn 

Gibson’s magnificent design for the central feature 

and look forward to watching it mature over the 

coming years.  A great deal of heavy work was 

needed to make the cemetery accessible and 

beautiful in its splendid setting.  Consecration took 

place on 23rd November and burials are once again 

an option in the Parish. 

Planting for man and nature 

We began the process of planting over 2,500 trees, some purchased to achieve a quicker result, others 

donated by the Woodland Trust via the Council and the Women’s Institute, who have also placed the 

first bench seat on the site.  240 fruit trees, as far as was possible local varieties of plum, apple and 

pear, have been planted in 8 ‘pockets’ in the eastern part of the land. The spaces between will be 

prepared and sown in autumn with wild flower and grass meadow species, which will help replace the 

traditional meadowland that has been lost over the last decades.  The involvement of Natural Networks 

and Worcestershire Wildlife Trust brought  more ideas and extra funding, which has helped speed the 

development of the wetland habitat as well as providing more wildlife-friendly ideas for us to 

incorporate, such as the bee bank and bee poles.
