It doesn’t matter what you sing or
listen to but try it out. You favourite music might be just what your soul needs as
we look towards Easter.

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BREAKAWAY
Wednesday 1st February 2023

The weather was bright, dry, and
sunny - a good start to the month.

Rita wished us all a belated “Happy
New Year”.

She began on a sad note by telling us
that Helen Arrowsmith passed away
on Boxing Day 2022. Helen had been
a member for 12 years until ill health
forced her to stop attending our
meetings. We have made a donation
of £25 to Parkinson’s UK in her
memory.

We have had a letter from the Dogs’
Trust thanking us for the £25 donation
made in memory of Daphne
Drinkwater.

On a happier note it was announced
that Anne Heath has recently
celebrated her 90th Birthday. She was
presented with a card and a
bouquet.

We all agreed that the Christmas
Lunch was excellent. We took £120 on
the raffle and the overall profit was
£43.30.

We were reminded that payments for
the Spring Lunch, in March, were
needed by 22nd February 2023

A pro forma of a sample constitution
for small voluntary organisations was
available for anyone to read.

We need to supply details of the
committee (names, addresses, dates
of birth, tax paying status), plus details
of what happens to any money
raised.

Rita invited any questions and then a
vote was taken on whether to
proceed or not. There was 100%

agreement that we proceed with our
application.

The application can only be made
online and so Rita will get specialist
help to complete it.

We then welcomed our speaker for
the day - Nick Cosgriff - on “Jail Tales”.

Nick has spent 31 years in the Criminal
Justice System and for the last 3.1/2
years he has been chaplain af two
local prisons.

One prison is Category A - for lifers -
murderers, terrorists, manslaughters.

One prison is Category B - people
who pose a serious risk to the
community.

(There is also a Category C prison
which provides rehabilitation, training,
open university, and City &Guilds)

Nick told us that the USA has the
highest rate of imprisonment in the
world. The Uk has one of the lowest
rates of imprisonment together with
Canada and Scandinavia.

At present there are 82,000 UK
prisoners against 122,000 police. (One
criminal for every 2.1/2 police).

We were then asked to guess the
annual cost of keeping a person in
prison. It works out at around £48,000
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per year - about the same as a
boarding school.

We were shown photos of a cell for
two prisoners. It contained 2 small
beds, 1 chair, a toilet and washbasin
and asmall TV set. It is very cold in the
winter.Nick said that the biggest
complaints were about the small TV
and it's few channels.

When a prisoner arrives in reception
his main thought is fo make life as
easy as possible. He may say that he
bedwets to get a single cell. He may
say that he is racist , homophobic, or
violent.

He might say that he is a Mormon (no
tea or coffee) to get hot chocolate.
He may say that he’s a Rastafarian
(no processed food) to get fresh fruit
and vegetables. Etc.

Shakespeare said “Neither a borrower
nor a lender be” and this is especially
true in prisons. Currency can be food,
cannabis, vapes, black pepper, chilli
and mobile phones. However Fridays
are “double bubble” whatever has
been loaned must be paid back
twice over. For obvious reasons this
can also be known as “Black Eye
Friday”. If lenders are found out they
can lose any privileges.

The meals are very basic. The budget
is £1.85 per day for each person.
However exira food is often squirrelled
away and on Saturday night some
“kettle” cooking takes place. It could
be beans on foast (the bread is
warmed on a radiator) or chicken
curry (curry made with vinegar,
ketchup, pepper etc) withrice.

Alcoholis made by fermenting fruit
with bread and sugar.

Prisoners are allowed pets such as
goats, budgies, rabbits, and rats. They
also have a visit from an assistance
dog.

Nick thanked us for lefting him talk to
us and hopes to come back again.

After the vote of thanks we drew the
raffle and it was time to go home.

Cider Mill Lane, Bradley Green

It's been an odd fortnight of
weather on the farm; warmer yes,
but the wind was cold and lazy — it
went straight through one. Heavy
grey clouds sitting low over us — the
sort that would always bring on
Adrian’s asthma, and then, an
about face for Saturday as we
woke to frosts and bright skies once
more.

The moon on Sunday morning was
so bright and the sky a beautiful
blue streaked with gentle pinks.
Apparently, itis called a ‘Snow
Moon’ because in many parts of the
northern hemisphere February is the
month with the heaviest snowfall. By
confrast, the day ends with a sunset
that looks like molten lava it is so
fiery red. An old rhyme comes to
mind: Red sky at night shepherd’s
delight, Red sky in the morning
shepherd’s warning; We certainly
have calm, dry weather. As for the
‘Snow Moon'’ - there is no sign of
snow in the forecast!

On the farm, the fifteen young
cattle, all calm and helpful, left the
farm. This group have gone to an
organic farm in Hampshire. Whilst
our cows are a gentle, placid
group, the young ‘teenagers’ in
particular, can be frisky and jumpy
and a high-spirited kick from a cow

hurts, so we were grateful that they
were happy to move off the farm
peacefully.

As one group leaves, another
arrives - a new heifer calf is
welcomed into the world and joins
the other little ones in the barn.
Later in the week, a bull calf arrived,
and on Saturday another calf
arrived safely. Long aware of the
redlities of the ‘coal face’ of
farming, that day, we also lost a
calf, and a poorly ewe also passed
away.

In the garden, the Showdrops and
Winter Aconite are all looking
gloriously present finally peeping
through the dead leaves. The
Moorhen is very busy between all
the areas of the garden, no longer
only under the bird feeder, but
enjoying the fallen autumn apples
under the frees too. In the middle of
last week, the pigeon outside the
kitchen window was sitting on its
nest! The bird song is definitely
increasing across the day and is so
splendid first thing.
