2. Chairman Position

end of the year, remaining as a Parish Councitidoiow through projects such as the Brockhill
Recreation Area and flood alleviation projects.
b) Allocation of future responsibilities, includingamewsletter report, will be reviewed at the
January meeting, when an update should be avaiabédenew Chairman.
c) The Clerk advised that Wychavon DC has advisedttigaParish Council may co-opt to fill the
vacancy for Councillor. The Clerk will display atice advertising the vacancy and requesting
applications by 18 December. Doug Lucas expressed an interestsrptition. Cllr. Reeves
introduced and welcomed Garry Dyer who will becarm-opted member of the Parish Council
(a position which does not include voting rights).

Adult and Community Services has
received another star rating leading Worcs CC tdwaxcellent authority status. Clir. Adams
added that funding to support dementia will reqaisaibstantial increase over coming years. He
advised that communications continue regardingWWe&CS and RSS and stressed the importance
of the Parish remaining up to date with developsgmtoviding feedback and responding to
consultations, particularly as sites for developnimTome more clearly identified.

Adams did not take part in this discussion othantto advise that the Parish Council could
decide upon this when notified of the Planning Megtletails. This was agreed. The Clerk
will contact Councillors upon receipt of the PlampiMeeting papers from Wychavon DC.
ClIr. Reeves clarified that when making represéonato Planning Meetings, it is the view of
the Parish Council that is expressed and not theopal view of the member of the Parish
Council.

The Clerk advised that Richard Alexander, the plagoonsultant for SHM, has offered to be

available, along with Graham Sinclair of SMH, tedaliss any queries the Parish Council may
have concerning the SMH planning applications.uAhfer application is awaited regarding a

proposed workshop.

i) It was agreed to review the Chair of the Plann{dgrhmittee’ position at the January Parish
Council meeting.



c) Allotments Committee

Cllr. Mrs. McGovern advised that 3 plots have bsglit and let to new tenants from the waiting
list. Annual rent letters have been sent outvas$ agreed that in view of the impending festive
season and the wet soil conditions, the need fmrteto be sent regarding breaches in the
allotment tenancy agreement will be reviewed iyespring. Also see agenda item 12.

d) Playing Fields Committee

The Clerk reported continued football bookings bg @adult team and an increased use of line
marker due to wet conditions. The tennis courtasér has been cleared, the fence repaired and
Mr. Pullen is re-painting the lines around the ledis&ll court to highlight the trip hazard. The
Clerk is making enquiries concerning re-fitting afehe tennis net posts and re-marking the lines
on court. See agenda item 14 for play area surtgusrs.

e) Footpaths Committee
Cllr. Turvey was unable to attend the meeting amdeport was available.

f) Finance

(i) The current account balance was £11,010.69 di081ober with the deposit account balance at
£38,504.27 on"3November. ClIr. Reeves reminded Councillors #fetres were sold a little

while ago and whilst £10,000 of these proceedsimeested in Treasury Stock, funds remain in
the deposit account. He added that with intergstsrso low, it may be that consideration be given
to expenditure on capital projects.

The Clerk advised that Zurich Insurance has beatacted following the recent fall at the Hall (as
reported under correspondence at the October Raashcil meeting). Zurich has advised that
liability should fall to whoever was in control tife premises at that time, which would be seen to
be the hirer of the Hall. Clir. Mrs. McGovern askd that the Hall Management Committee have
received a letter from the person who fell andiavestigating the issues and reviewing the level
of public liability insurance.

The Clerk tabled the Lengthsman timesheets to geowiformation regarding items of work
completed.

(i) The Clerk reported on the monthly accounts ciredatith the agenda and again reiterated that
contingency/unallocated funds have now been fuilisad, therefore any further expenditure not
included in the original budget will need to be emad from reserves.

(i) After discussion of the draft budget circulatednitte agenda, which was explained by the
Clerk, it was suggested that in the current clinpehaps a 15% precept increase was not
appropriate. A 4% increase in precept to £27,048 proposed by Clir. Phillips, seconded by Cllr.
Mrs. Hewison and agreed by all with the exceptibare abstention. The Clerk will advise
Wychavon DC of the 2009/10 precept requirementortter to balance the budget in accordance
with the agreed precept, any capital items/projetitbe financed from reserves and the Clerk

will make reductions to ‘Administration’ expenditlines. The revised 2009/10 budget is
attached as Appendix 3. ClIr. Reeves reminded €itdars that around 6 years ago, £10k was
added to reserves specifically for the BrockhilcRation Area project. He also added that it is
important that income/expenditure details are degrarishioners and that they are aware that the
precept/parish income may need to be supplemerdedreserves for specific projects/capital
items. It was agreed that this is not a sustaesitliation longer term as reserves need to be
maintained at sensible levels as a contingengylato for future capital projects/items of
expenditure and potentially for Hall maintenancstso

g) West Mercia Police
ClIr. Reeves welcomed WPC Dene Storr. WPC Storisad that she has a background in local
rural policing and is covering our Parish whilsteav appointment is made to replace WPC
Buesing (nee Fell). A high profile, physical pnese has been provided to the Parish, particularly
in Norton, including evening visits. Since"™®@ctober, 34 incidents have been logged, 20
information logs, 3 burglaries, 3 domestic situasio3 road traffic collision, 1 assault and 4 anti-
social behaviour reports. These were conside@sbreble levels for the size of our parish. In
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roads are being made into the anti-social behayoablems, with repeat young offenders noted
and enquiries being made regarding installatioB©TV, which it is hoped will reinforce the
message that anti-social behaviour will not berttel. A scheme is running at Drakes Broughton
Middle School looking at behaviour in the communthe impact of this and the important
contribution that young people can make to themicwnities.

WPC Storr added that the public are being encodrameome forward to support reports made
anonymously and improving public confidence in Bwice to support witnesses and follow up
reports made is being focussed upon. A ‘dog waticheme (which was successful in Malvern) is
being set up which extends community involvemergroviding feedback to the Police. Four
people are being interviewed concerning the cagédlefts at Norton and attempts are being
made to return recovered badges to their owneBC\&torr welcomed feedback from the Parish
in terms of policing requirements/support. In terofi cars parking on pavements, Wychavon DC
(via Dave Hemmings) is now responsible for suclbf@ms unless there is a complete obstruction.
WPC Storr will obtain feedback from CSO Fogwill aeding the planned livery yard visits to seek
assistance with the problem of horses being ridoepavement and leaving horse mess as an
obstruction.

WPC Storr was thanked for a very comprehensivertggl the work undertaken.

h) Brockhill Recreation Area
Cllr. Reeves advised that matters are proceedidglaat he is drawing up plans for the site.

i) Parish Plan
Cllr. Turvey was unable to attend the meeting amdeport was available. Clir. Reeves advised
that the next Parish Plan meeting will be held 5 Recember.

Severn Waste is
being very diligent on ensuring that the planningditions are being met and communication is
good with the Liaison Group. One of the site emtes has been moved slightly, which is
considered an improvement. A pre-arranged visihieyParish Council and a separate visit by
members of the public will be accommodated, onegdlof and floor are installed, subject to

health and safety restrictions. One complaintidesn received by Severn Waste concerning lights
shining into Woodbury Park and this has been liedtif Mr. Lucas commented upon press reports
regarding stock piling of end products and providegssurance from Severn Waste that storage of
stock piled items would not take place on sitet &ass long term contracts in place for clients to
purchase fixed quantities at fixed prices.

Notes from the Public Question Time Prior to the PAsh Council Meeting

Cllr. Reeves welcomed Camilla Finlay of Acanthusw@ Architects and Stuart Burns, Abbot of the
Anglican Benedictine Community (who were previousfsed at Burford Priory) who attended the
meeting to provide details of a planning proposaidnvert Mucknell Farm to a monastery for the
Community.

Camilla Finlay advised that whilst the site for dpment of the new monastery buildings sits within
Stoulton Parish, the access road is within Nortottg-Kempsey Parish. Background to the proposals
to build a new sustainable monastery with the diseti sufficiency was provided, along with display
boards to visually explain the proposals.

In terms of traffic movements and use of the B4ju@4tion to access the Community, there would be
one car on site that would be shared amongst then@@mity members. One to two vehicle
movements are envisaged per day plus a bio malksddiinery once a month, a weekly food delivery
and post deliveries. On this basis there woulddeesal uplift in traffic and probably less tharthé

site was redeveloped as a large family dwelling.

Camilla Finlay advised that the access lane is tdblpighway up to the gates of the old farm.
Improvements to the access junction did not form glathe previous planning application for this
site, however because this proposal is consideob@dage of use, the access road and junction are
under scrutiny by Worcs Highways as safety issa@ Ibeen highlighted at this junction in the past.
A definitive response from Highways regarding reguoients is awaited by the applicant. Whilst
junction modifications to improve safety will bedertaken if required, the scale of these in terfns o
future traffic movements needs clarification plere could be major cost implications which would
impact upon the final monastery facilities/design.

Camilla Finlay will make enquiries of Highways ceneging proposals to extend the existing 40mph
speed limit over the bridge and also regardingsfiezd limit consultation to reduce the speed limit
30mph.

In view of the time delays being experienced regarthe access junction requirements and the need
to commence monastery building work, Camilla Firdalyised the planning application may be
submitted to Wychavon DC prior to the outcome @fjimction situation being known, with an
amendment to the application being submitted t@emass any modifications to the junction at a
later date.
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
