Discussions took place regarding the location of the new metal seat after concerns had been raised about security.  The chairman requested the clerk to get feedback from Maurice in relating to secure fixings.  A split decision was received on the location so it was decided to defer to the next meeting when more councillors would be present.

To consider responses to the SWDP consultation relating to the sites included in Offenham.

The three proposed sites were discussed on merit and although concerns were raised about the current infrastructure in particular the school and access issues it was agreed that the site that was likely to be the least offensive would be off Laurels Road , however concerns were raised about overdevelopment and highways access.

The Boat Lane site has already had a planning application refused on the site but it was stated by the District Councillor that WCC has submitted most of its land packages to the SWDP for consultation.  It was agreed that the refusal notes for the planning application W/15/00871/OU were still relevant and this land should not be used for housing. It was added that the refusal of planning and subsequent appeal for the 21 houses off Mill Lane W/12/01503/OU referred to the dangerous junction from Laurels Road to Boat Lane as a reason for refusal. It should also be noted that this land falls outside the village boundary.

The Three Cocks Lane site is outside the village boundary and would create development in an agricultural area, be detrimental and not in keeping with the current landscape. Three Cocks Lane has only a small number of bungalows and a large amount of agricultural growing in a rural setting which would not benefit from any development and in particular from recurrent designs which are used all over the country in both urban and rural areas removing the character from villages.
