HOUSING NEEDS SURVEY: Nigel Potter, Rural Housing Enabler, Community First, summarised

his draft report. There had been a 20% response rate, which was low compared to the usual 40%

return. Of those who had replied 50% were in favour of supporting housing needs, 40% against

and 10% undecided.

and, if developed, units would only be available for those with a local connection.

RE-ADOPTION of Standing Orders - Scheme of Delegation - Financial Regulations -
Internal Financial Control Policy - Complaint's Procedure: Proposed: Clir Tolley, Seconded:
Cllr Orr-Cooper: all in favour.

BARN DANCE: 1In aid of the Community Hall with a pig roast, wine and lager (sale and return)
and cider. 50 - 100 people were needed for a viable event. The Parish Council was supportive of
the proposal, which would be discussed again at the next meeting.

PIG ROAST FOR TARDEBIGGE MAY DAY FAIR: Members agreed to support this event and
pig roast on the understanding that no other food was provided. The quotation received from
Ben Ascott was approved. Proposed ClIr Ashwin; Seconded ClIr Tolley; all in favour.

TREE PLANTING ON LAND ADJOINING ALCESTER ROAD: Any planting would have to
comply with Highways specifications. As this area was on the Walking Bus Route it was suggested
apple trees could be planted so the children could eat the produce. The Tree Warden would
contact W Muggleton, Countryside Officer, WCC, to see if trees could be provided. The
Footpath Warden was given a budget of £50 to source apple trees from Morrisons.

REPORTS FOR INFORMATION:

DISTRICT COUNCILLOR'S REPORT: No report.

FOOTPATH WARDEN'S REPORT: Nothing significant to report. The new P3 (contractor and
volunteer proposals) had been received.

TREE WARDEN'S REPORT: The Tree Warden was asked to source tree guards from WCC.

CHARITIES REPORT: The Charities Group had met the previous week and advised that
George Hadley, who had been sponsored by the Charity, had received a silver medal and had also
come fourth in a skiing competition. £1,200 had been donated, with local schools receiving £800
for trips to an adventure centre and forest area created for children. The Vicar had been
actively promoting the charity and help had been given to residents in need over Christmas, the
recent snowy weather and some who had been made redundant. The Charity Members and
recipients were really extremely appreciative of the Vicar's work.
