7     REINSTATEMENT OF COBLEY HILL WINDMILL:  The Chairman had drawn up draft Heads 
of Agreement.  However, on seeking informal advice he was advised that the agreement would 
cease to be enforceable if the estate was sold.  Legal costs to pursue the Heads of Agreement option could be in the region of £500 – £600.  Members discussed whether purchasing the windmill was feasible with access being negotiated on an ‘as needs’ basis.

8     COMMUNITY RESILIENCE: Cllr Cooper and the Clerk had met with representatives of the 
County and District Councils and clarified the Parish Council’s position.  It was agreed the Clerk would attempt to reduce the document from 43 to 10 pages.  Once this had been done, the Chairman, Cllrs Cooper and Pengelly would meet to discuss possible risks in the Parish.  It was agreed the Household Emergency Plan flyer should be available to parishioners as a paper copy with the option of being able to download a copy from the MyParish website.

9     CHURCHYARD FOOTPATH:  To be discussed at the next meeting as no reply had been 
received from the church regarding payment of the County Cllr’s Divisional Fund of £250.
		
10     FRUIT TREE PLANTING:  As soon as Cllr Cooper and R Clewer, Highways, had agreed the 
position of the fruit trees in the proposed Jubilee Orchard the £250 County Cllr’s Divisional Fund grant application would be resubmitted.  The Clerk was asked to contact Pershore College for costs / sponsorship of 20 trees – old varieties of apple and plum (Victoria).
    
11     LENGTHSMAN SCHEME:  
Brockhill Lane:  the Lengthsman would be asked to recheck the channel / grips near Brockhill Farm / the Shoot.  Cllr Denyer would advise the Lengthsman the exact position after rain.
													
12     HIGHWAYS MATTERS:  Cllrs Tolley & Whittaker had received bags of salt from Highways.
Hewell Lane at the junction with Alcester Road:  an enforcement complaint form for the shed and haberdashery banners had been submitted to the District Council on 11 November.	
Alcester Road:  near Cherry Trees, the road surface sign has been turned round and was now dangerous: to be reported to the Hub.
