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[bookmark: _GoBack]7	CROSS BORDER HOUSING:  M Dunphy, Strategic Planning Manager, Planning & Regeneration, Bromsgrove District Council, and Kit Taylor, Planning Porfolio Holder, updated Members on future housing development which is out to consultation.  Bromsgrove DC cabinet had approved the consultation proposals and Redditch BC was considering matters.  Of the 6,500 houses needed in Redditch, 3,400 would need to be built in Bromsgrove – 600 in the parish.  The draft would be published July/August 2013 with submission to the Government at the end of the year.  The public enquiry would probably be held February 2014 with building starting that year.  Constructive ideas for play areas, routes to schools, cycle lanes, high spec building materials etc. were being asked for.
		    
8    	REINSTATEMENT OF COBLEY HILL WINDMILL:  The gear box was being sorted out; the fan blade was being made; the metal to build the tower had been obtained.  However, ground conditions were difficult.

9	CHURCHYARD FOOTPATH:  The contractor will start when the weather and ground conditions improve.

10	RAILINGS TO THE PLYMOUTH MEMORIAL: The contractor has all the materials and will start when the weather improves.

11	DUSTHOUSE LANE BENCHMARK RESTORATION:  Members generally felt the site should be left ‘as is’ to avoid undue attention.  However, the Conservation Officer was concerned the railings might need attention and would inspect further.
