(d) the Chair contact Banner Homes to discuss the Parish Council’s
concerns about the strip of land that will be potentially unmaintained
as a result of application 13/0121;

(e) the Parish Council’s objection to the stopping-up order be withdrawn
on 30 May 2013 drawing attention, if necessary, to the Parish
Council’s concerns about the strip of land referred to at (ii)(d) above.
