Concerns remain regarding glass recycling, Malvern
state an area of land needs to be found but there seems no suitable sites in the parish. It was questioned
whether glass could be collected in some way at the same time as the pink recycling bag collections.
Planning services are stretched due to lack of resources, coordination of highway works seems difficult to
organise.
