Residents issues raised —

Item 12c on agenda - 18/01682/FUL — Land at (Os 7042 7416), Clows Top — Access track (retrospective).

Residents expressed serious concerns regarding the creation of this new access onto B4202.

Residents have information which conflicts with statements received with application, google map dated March 2009 shows
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only one gate at that date, application states the gate was installed in 2003.
An approach was made to adjacent landowner in May 2017 regarding access to the site, the new gate was installed before a
response was given and hardcore was laid on verge, the land was sold within a month of new gate being installed.
Danger to vehicles exiting the new gate onto B4202 due to limited visibility, 20 accidents over 20 years on corner, no fatalities
but some very serious injuries, Shropshire sign hit three times (not replaced), oak tree hit 5 times. Air Ambulance has been
in attendance to some of the accidents they were so serious.
Resident at Fortunes Green opposite the new gateway is concerned for his families safety, it is dangerous exiting his driveway
now, this new gateway would create further safety issues. When contractors used the gateway for laying the track he had
four near misses due to large vehicles being stopped on B4202 awaiting access to site, cars coming down had to swerve
towards the Fortunes Green driveway to avoid hitting a stationary vehicle.
To exit the original gateway a vehicle needs to be out towards centre of B4202 to ensure they have safe passage, the speed
of traffic using the B4202 means the time to react to avoid collisions is limited. The original gate is rarely used for this reason
alone. The new gateway is nearer the corner so creating further visibility issues.
There was no track in the field prior to the agricultural application received in 2017. The woodland is being advertised for
sale as parcels of land, a car parking area has been created in the field. Agricultural permission was given for the removal of
wood but this does not now seem to be the intention.
Top surface of road worn, needs attention on Worcestershire side, Shropshire have resurfaced. Camber of road incorrect, it
pulls cars towards verge. Residents have sent in comments and objections to the application.
No other matters were raised by residents.
Dist ClIr Report - A verbal report was given on various planning issues. Due to the concerns expressed by residents
regarding item 12c of the agenda a copy of PC comments will be forwarded to him for information.

2019
promises great things, we must seek to encourage the good developments, no matter what. W6, the business park just by
J6 of the M5 is filling up with companies keen to take advantage of its excellent position. Kimal, Kohler Mira, Siemens (in
the form of Material Solutions), Spire Healthcare and others are all expanding or transferring their operations to the park.
The Redditch Eastern Gateway also has serious interest from big companies wanting to take advantage of its location next
to the A435 and the M42. The fifth phase of the Malvern Hills Science Park is ready to let and there is more land acquired
from Qinetic for further hi tech operations. We must not also forget the importance of Worcestershire Parkway which will
open this year, probably in mid-summer. The May timetable will include provision for trains on both lines to stop at
Parkway, giving passengers a new destination or embarkation point as an alternative to our road network. All of these
developments promise more jobs and economic prosperity, the sort of activity we need to encourage, in order to fund
those in our society that need help from local government. You will recall that 70% of our income at County is spent on
vulnerable children and adults, but their numbers amount to only 12,000 of the 580,000 residents in Worcestershire.
Local issues - In my last report | mentioned the two park homes in Bayton Common that do not have 12 month residency.
| understand that the owner of the park itself has sought to prove that this is an anomaly that should be corrected. | will do
what | can to assist in this endeavour. | am aware of other issues concerning drainage and trees within the village and hope
that these are being handled correctly and swiftly by Hannah Davies, your liaison officer. | noted that the driver who was
responsible for the fatal accident at Clows Top has been convicted of causing death by dangerous driving. It may be
simplistic to say so, but the lack of clear signs on the road and elsewhere may have been a contributory factor. In
consequence, | hope that you will all be keen to pass on any observations where highway matters are deficient, preferably
in the first instance to your clerk, and thence to Hannah Davies, before coming to me for assistance. Likewise any other
issues that require attention can be brought to me at any time and | will do my best to pass them on to the correct office to
see that they are dealt with. Bearing in mind our general shortage of cash, this may not always be swiftly handled or done
