· 40 mph Speed Restriction – TS emailed Dave Perridge, Highway Department.  A survey will take place after Christmas regarding the volume and speed of vehicles travelling along B4204.  This assessment will provide evidence of speeding vehicles for future possible speed enforcement, based on these results.  200 vehicles have to pass per hour to qualify for a Speed Enforcement Vehicle to be parked in the Village.  If the volume of vehicles is too low, TSA will approach C.C Anthony Bangham to review the Police Policy.
· Adoption of the Kiosk at Hanley Broadheath -  British Telecom are carrying out a consultation on a number of public payphones in the Malvern Hills District that have been identified and are proposed for removal.  The Kiosk at Hanley Broadheath has been identified as no telephone calls were made in the last 12 months. The process gives the local communities the opportunity to adopt a traditional red ‘heritage’ phone box and make it an asset that local people can enjoy.  The cost is just £1.00.  MJY has applied to adopt the Kiosk which has been noted.  The next process is to contact the Chief Planning Officer at MHDC and discuss the use of the Kiosk for the Community. A Library of second hand books was put forward as idea.
