COUNTY COUNCILLOR: Kens Pollock’s leaving note has been received by all of the Hanley Parish Councillors.   Hanley Parish Council are very sorry to lose Ken Pollock.  Ken has helped us fund several items for the community of Hanley Parishes which included a Salt Bin for Hanley William, a Bookcase and Table Tennis Table for Hanley Village Hall.  
The Committee welcomed David Chambers (DC) as the new County Councillor for Worcestershire and introductions took place around the room.
DC will attend his first meeting for Worcestershire County Council this Thursday and will produce a report for our next meeting.

MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING:  
TS read through the the last Minutes of the Statutory Meeting held in February 2021 by email.  The Minutes were proposed and seconded by the Committee, agreed and signed as a true record of the meeting.

TS updated the meeting  with the issue regarding the brash being thrown into the Parish Field (The Furlongs)  which appeared to be from the willow tree on the boundary of the neighbouring property of “The Willows”. 
TS reported that the Owners of The Willows have now trimmed the laurel hedge in their garden and thrown the trimmings into the ditch that runs along the hedge of The Furlongs. This could cause flooding and also cause the property at The Willows to flood.  
It was agreed unanimously agreed by the meeting to send a letter to the Owner of The Willows saying that this is not acceptable practice.
CORRESPONDENCE:  Items discussed as follows:

· Audit for End of Year Accounts 2020/2021.  Hanley Parish Council Accounts  have been audited outside the Council and were agreed at the meeting and signed.  MJY to forward the End of Year Accounts to Littlejohn Accountants and attach the audit to the Website.

· Countryside Voice Newsletter
· Telephone Kiosk at Hanley Broadheath.  TS has made enquiries regarding using the Telephone Kiosk as Car Charging Point for Electric Cars. The question is about having enough electrical power - TS to look into electricity power needed.  DC reported that the only Electric Car Charging Point locally is in Tenbury Wells on the Rose Lion Car Park.  
· Letter to Harriet Baldwin re salting of Bell Lane.  TS has sent a number of letters to Worcestershire County Council requesting the salting of Bell Lane unfortunately the WCC have made a number of excuses not to do so.  We now have two disabled parishioners living in Bell Lane who need Carers to visit them every day, therefore a letter was sent to Harriet Baldwin and the Clerk has received an acknowledgement.

LENGTHSMAN:  

The Lengthsman Agreement has been completed and sent off to Worcestershire Highways Department.  The Lengthsman Agreement was handed out to the Committee.  On reading through the Lengthsman Agreement it was noted that the Lengthsman duties are very restricted.

PLANNING : 
· TS has reported an extension without Planning Permission at the back of Church House Farmhouse, Hanley William. It was agreed that you can build an extension 4m x 4m single storey without Planning Permission.
· TS has also reported a hedge has been cut and has being taken out completely at Church House Farm without Planning Permission.  The field has now been cultivated and there is no evidence that a hedge was ever there.
HIGHWAYS:
· TS has also sent a letter regarding a septic tank at Crossways Cottage which has been leaking into lane in Hanley Childe.  TS has spoken with the Owners and they are waiting for digger to alter the course of the soak way for the septic tank.  
· TS has also reported a spring which has been running across the road near Crossways Cottage in Hanley Childe.  This spring water freezes causing a sheet of ice across the sharp corner at the top of the road by Crossways Cottage. 
· MJY has reported the burst pipe which is under the field gateway belonging to Court Farm to Worcestershire County Council.

· MJY has reported the potholes in Hanley Childe by The Old Parsonage, by Hanley Childe Church and down to Stoneyford.
PARISH LAND:  

Letting of the 3 Plots of Land are as follows:
· Village Hall Field –  Mr Paul Blakeway
· Moor Meadow –  Miss Annabel Wenham
· Rectory Furlong – Mr Louis Stone
It was agreed to register the 3 Plots of Land at the Land Registry also to include the Parish Land opposite the Tally Ho. The registration needs to be completed by a Land Agent.  SS reported that Nick Champion originally valued the 3 Plots of Land and therefore it was agreed by the Committee that Nick should be asked to register it.  MJY to contact Nick Champion regarding registration of the land.
REPORTS BY COUNCILLORS WITH SPECIAL INTERESTS/RESPONSIBILITIES:  
1. Hanley Village Hall:  Meeting is being held  tomorrow evening in the Village Hall.
2. Bridleways and Footpaths: TS has been reporting any blocked bridleways and footpaths. PS asked for the blocked footpath to be report at The Stables in Hanley Childe.  TS reported this at the end of the meeting – Reference 1050744.  CF reported a footpath by Steep Top which needs to be re-established.  TS reported this Reference: 1050743.

3. Police/Neighbourhood Watch/Horse Watch:  No updates.  PS reported that Vanessa Snape was having a year out.  Marg to make contact with West Mercia Police to make enquires regarding an update on Policing and Neighbourhood Watch/Horse Watch.
4. 40 Mile Limit on Tenbury Broadheath. TS reported that she has made many complaints about speeding traffic on Tenbury Broadheath to West Mercia Police. West Mercia Police have now completed another speed check on Tenbury Broadheath and agreed that we have a lot of cars travelling this road and that there is a speed problem, therefore the Police will be carrying out more speed checks.
