TSA welcomed everyone to the meeting.  

Sally Fletcher has resigned from the Parish Council, as she has sold her property and leaving the village.   TSA thanks her for her contribution whilst a member of the Parish Council. 

COUNTY COUNCILLOR: 

David Chambers submitted his report, which was forwarded to the Council.  The Covid figures are going up.  Redditch has been the highest, but has now dropped.  Malvern is increasing.   The Chief Executive of the NHS Trust reports that Covid patients were 41 and 62 during to last weeks.  Two Wards of Patients.  They want the Ward full, to prevent the loss of beds.  The majority of patients admitted are double jabbed, but not third booster jabbed.  The Health Service is under pressure. The Ambulance Service is under considerable pressure due to Covid patients.  Bed blocking is being discussed (stranded patients).  Exploration of Care Packages are being discussed, as it would appear to be late planning.

Funding for Flashing Speeding Sign (VAS Sign) has been granted and the signs delivered.  Highways have provided a site meeting to discussing position of signs.

These are to be moved every fortnight between locations, with a report submitted.
CF submitted details regarding a proposed footpath being inserted along the verge of the main road from The Tally Ho Inn to Rectory Road.  Photographs and measurements have been submitted to Highways.
Resurfacing the road in Hanley Childe is about to commence.  With next Tuesday 16th November 2021 a possible date, and also signs indicating Friday 12th November 2021 for 2 days, depending on which Department in two Councils has responsibility.
DISTRICT COUNCILLOR:  Caroline’s report was forwarded to the Councillors.  No application for Space hive has been made.

Caroline's Report included details of Designation Zero: to reduce carbon emissions.

Also, Malvern Hills District Council have a 5 year Plan to install electric charging points in Public Car Parks.  TSA to ask MJY to apply for one at Village Hall.

LENGTHSMAN:  Bernard has completed some trimming and cleaning of signs.  He has been reminded personally by TSA to submit an Invoice.  He is aware of VAS signs, and Horse and Carriage signs to be erected, once Highways have completed the necessary work.

PLANNING APPLICATIONS
Planning Ref: 21/00447/FUL. Hanley Village Hall Planning Application Proposed single storey rear extension and change in facing material to Hanley Village Hall.  The Village Hall Committee are applying for Building Regulations.  Still waiting for this to be completed.

Mr and Mrs Francis Planning Ref: 21/01282/AGR.  The Old School House.  Extension of existing dwelling.  

Mrs Natalie Chatley – 21/00283/HP. Planning Application for Mayfields, Broadheath, Tenbury Wells.  Proposed 2 storey kitchen and bedroom extension. Approved
PARISH LAND:  

It was agreed that the Parish Land should be registered although it is registered with the Charitable Trust.  SS reported this should be completed by a Solicitor and suggested Whatley Western and Fox.  TSA has not followed this up, but seeks to delegate!!
REPORTS BY COUNCILLORS WITH SPECIAL INTERESTS/RESPONSIBILITIES:  
Hanley Village Hall:  Meeting – Hanley Village Hall Committee are apply for Building Regulations for the extension to the Village Hall.

Bridleways and Footpaths: TSA found the bridleway from Court Farm, through Kerby's field, into Hollywall was impossible to negotiate.  The actual path crosses very wet and boggy ground, cattle hoof prints disappear up to 30 cm deep.  The cattle had rotted and they had broken several slats.

 A small wooden bridge crosses the stream for horses to use and was replaced a few years ago.  The Kerbys have erected a new post and wire fence, locked two gates preventing riders from using the route negotiated safely for the past 40 years.

The wooden bridge has been repaired since being reported, and it is understood the new post and wire fence will require moving to allow the path to be ridden on higher, dryer ground.
West Mercia Police
Neighbourhood /Horse Watch.   Vanessa Snape to report.  TSA has asked that details of the Neighbourhood Watch link be published on the Parish Council Website.  

Trailers and Horseboxes have been stolen.  Evidence is required for persons of interest.    The Kerby’s breaking was discussed.  Tools and smaller items were stolen. There would appear to be a pattern of crime, which occurs in peaks and troughs.  This has been occurring over the past 3 years.   There would be a seasonal spike when the evenings draw in.

Mark items with postcode and name. Smartwater is a soviet marker.  

Hare coursing and poaching is occurring.  Registration Numbers are known to the Police, if caught in the act the Police can seize vehicles.  If Registration Numbers are seen please report them to the Police.

There is a WhatsAp Group.  Neighbourhood Watch keeps people up to date in the area; email and text.   For those who are not on it, Neighbourhood Matters.  Individuals can register onto this.  It is a bespoke service for interests eg. Horse crime.  Examples given, where details are shared of crime.  Sign up please.

ACTION Simon Spring is WhatsAp Group.  Please can he include Ness Snape onto it again!  Her telephone no is 07814 040307.

Crime Prevention - Michael Simpson joined the meeting at 7.30pm.  Part of a rural business crime team.  Two Officers work with this team.  Prevention, and assist repeat victims.  Throughout Force Area, assist Farming community and offer advice not to become a victim of crime again.  Signs A2 signs are given to put up around farm.  Smartwater can be supplied.  

Business Estates are also given assistance.  

Allotments are being a hotbed of crime at the moment.  Sheds are being broken into, and this is occurring now, which is unusual.  42 sheds broken into, in Worcester.  Nothing was stolen!  Local Policing and marking days are supported.

Crime Prevention Leaflets can be supplied.

Bikes are being stolen.  Bike marking events can be organised. 

Fly Tipping is taking place frequently.  Cameras can be used to catch offenders.

Smartwater can be purchased with a reduction via the Parish Council, if 60% of residents take up the offer, it can be purchased at a reduced price.  Sign posts appear to be a deterrent.

If serial numbers of items are not recorded it is difficult to locate victims of crime.  If the item has been marked with Smartwater, it can be traced to the owner of the item.  

Michael produces a Newsletter, which would appear our Clerk does not receive.

Valuable items can be marked, eg laptops, cameras jewellery, and larger items.

Crime Reduced during lockdown.

Question (LL) - Cameras - Michael recommends IP Cameras - if Wi Fi has a strong signal.  They are £35 approx. to purchase from the internet.  They work on passive sensor and picture can be sent to smart mobile telephone.  It is seen as crime in action.  The Police can be notified, as the crime is taking place.  Solar powered with Sim Card, also passive infrared cameras.  Sadly animals activate these, due to them being activated with body heat.

Question (PH) - Covert cameras can be erected, but RIPA Legislation applies.

Question (IK) - Discussion CCTV Cameras.  Signs legally need to be displayed, and details registered with the Information Commissioner.  (CCTV Codes of Practice).

Question (TSA) - Larger items e.g. Trailers, tractors, a business use can be registered.  A larger amount of Smartwater can be purchased. 6 ml.  Cross the VIM number sign, so when it is removed, Smartwater remains on the vehicle.

Various items shown, Personal Attack Alarms, TV simulators. Drive Alarms.
