TSA welcomed everyone to the meeting.  

COUNTY COUNCILLOR: 

David Chambers submitted his report prior to meeting which has been distributed to the Councillors. 
David discussed two items from his Report.  

Covid latest figures – Worcestershire is showing an infection rate of 1,115 per 100,000 people.
David reported that the Worcestershire County Council have agreed that Local Member’s Highway Fund of £22,000 and Councillor’s Divisional Fun of £10,000 will be extended to the next financial year.  If there are any Community Projects that could benefit from financial support to contact David from the beginning of April to apply for funding.

DC asked if the VAS Signs had been erected.  TS reported that the VAS signs were supposed to be erected last week. TS also confirmed that the Hanley Parish Council were waiting for another post.  DC reported that the 40 mph post could be used as it was the correct height.

TS question if the VAS Signs had been calibrated for 30 mph or 40 mph.  DC to speak to Hannah tomorrow
BC will be moving the Vas Signs every two weeks from one end of the 40 mph limit to the other end of the 40 mph limit.  BC to invoice MJY on a monthly basis for work being carried out.  Moving of the VAS Sign should only take 10 minutes.
DISTRICT COUNCILLOR:  Caroline Palethorpe submitted her Report which has been distributed to the Councillors.  

CP reported on the following:

New boundaries are being proposed for council wards in MHDC.  The Local Government Boundary Commission wants to hear what residents and local organisations think about the proposals.  A 10 week consultation on the proposals will run until 21st March 2022.  Have your say!

Support for energy prices – the council tax rebate:  On 3 February, the Government announced measures to help protect millions of households from rising energy costs.  This includes a £150 council tax energy rebate.  Detailed guidance and funding allocations will be published in the week beginning 7th February. 
Youth Chair Fund:  Young people can now apply for up to £500 to fund projects that will benefit communities with the Malvern Hills District.  Our Youth Chair Fund will fund upcoming projects designed by the district’s young people aged between 11 –17, the deadline to apply is 4 March 2022.  The fund will help support a wide range of ventures such as short-term projects, celebrations, trips, and equipment.  Local projects that have already gained from the fund include Tenbury High School Ormiston Academy’s Time to Talk cabin, which provides a safe space for students to talk about and seek support with their mental health and wellbeing.  

Malvern Hills businesses could benefit from £2,000 upskilling grant.  Local businesses could receive up to £2,000 towards the cost of taking on a new apprentice or trainee thanks to a new Upskilling Grant.
Malvern Hills offers £500 incentive to new apprentices and trainees:  Payments of £500 are on offer to anyone starting an apprenticeship or training course as part of a new incentive scheme. This £500 could help with travel costs.

Commonwealth Games baton bearers.  Commonwealth Games taking place in Birmingham from 28th July to 8th August. Bringing an economic boost to the whole of the West Midlands.  Nominations for baton-bearers for the Queen’s Baton Relay in England.  Do we know anyone we can nominate?
Caroline report that she has £500 fund for small projects.  If we require something to benefit the Community to get in touch with Caroline to apply.
