APOLOGIES: Simon Spring, David Chambers, Caroline Palethorpe,
REPORT BY WEST MERCIA POLICE:

Debbie Abbott from West Mercia Police reported that the Tenbury Team are having another buy year.  
Martley and Tenbury SNT are still waging war against rural crime, theft, speeding, and road traffic offences.  There are several measures that can be taken to deter thefts, and promote safer speeds on our roads, links to useful information can be found on the West Mercia Website which includes security advice.

The PCSO’s in the team can give general security advice, but more specialist advice we can signpost to Mike Simpson Business and Crime Prevention Officer, P C Nigel Bolton.

With regard to the Parish Contract Charter, Hanley gave three highlighted issues of Speeding, road conditions and land drains.  Land drains are the subject for Worcestershire County Council.  Road conditions issues have been solved.

Hanley Parish Council will update their Parish Contract Charter.

Smartwater can be purchased online, but most important thing to do is register your Smartwater code with your name, telephone number and address so that West Mercia can track you down should stollen goods be recovered.
REPORT BY COUNTY COUNCILLOR: 
Unfortunately, David Chambers is suffering with Covid and therefore was unable to join us at the Meeting tonight.  TS read out David’s Report.  A copy of David’s Report has been sent out to all the Councillors.  

David mentions the work Worcestershire County Council are doing for Levelling Up.  

The best way to provide humanitarian help for the people of Ukraine is through financial donations.  Over 2,000 families have offered their homes to Ukrainian families in Worcestershire.  700 guests have arrived so far and are being hosted by 289 families.
The Worcestershire Health and Wellbeing strategy consultation 2022 – 2032 has been launched.

Worcestershire County Council have been unsuccessful in the Bus Service Improvement Plan.
