LENGTHSMAN:  

The Lengthsman Scheme Agreement – to ask the Lengthsman to remove the moss from the footpath in Bell Lane as this has become to health and safety issue for local residents. Removing of the moss will come under the Lengthsman Agreement as Side out footways to normal width and spread arising on verge where possible.  Marg also to ask the Lengthsman to clean road signs which are green from the weather.
PLANNING: 
· M/22/01204/FUL – Tally Ho Inn, Broadheath – Mr and Mrs T Purchase – Alterations and Extension. Hanley Parish approved the Planning Application.

PARISH LAND: 
PH has found records of Hanley Parish Council receiving money for renting out the 3 plots of land which are the Village Hall Field, Moor Meadow and The Furlongs back to 1986 and also plans with the field numbers has been found. The fields originally were not enclosed and were enclosed for the poor of the parish of Hanley Childe and Hanley Williams in 1871.  Some of the maps go back to 1886.
PH also found evidence of the land behind the two Bungalows opposite the Tally Ho belong to Hanley Parish Council.  PH to ask Dave who lives in the Bungalow opposite the Tally Ho who mows the grass behind the Bungalows.
