  12.     Correspondence for Information: - All items of correspondence on the Appendix were noted and  
            included in the Round Robin to provoke further discussion. 

 13.    Councillors’ reports and items for future agendas: - 

          Mr Mew pointed out that the fly tipping located outside of the farm gate on the Bransford Road which

          had been brought up at the May Parish Council meeting, had still not been addressed. The rubbish was still
          present. To speed up the process he kindly volunteered to collect and dispose of.
          Mr Mew pointed out that it had been reported to him that the drains outside two resident’s homes located
          opposite the car park in Upper Wick Lane appeared to be blocked, resulting in the residents gardens/driveways 

          receiving the flood water when flash floods occur. Also that the water running from the incline of the car 

          park/playing field added to this problem. It was confirmed at the June meeting that WCC only cleared the 
          drains once a year.  A further request is to be made to WCC to try to resolve this problem. 

         

         Clarification concerning the opening/closing times of the car park to the play area are required. 

        Mrs Bennett advised now would be an appropriate time to chase when we are likely to receive grit bins in 

        readiness for the winter. 

        We need to establish whether Highways is responsible for the up keep of the Crown East roundabout   

        to the entrance to the village or if the onus lies with Laylocks Nursery who have sponsored and planted 

        it in the past.

        Newsletter and requires contact details of the Editor.
