a) W/12/01020/OU –Taylor Wimpy, Grange Farm amended plans for hedge removal and highway matters  - Under the clerk’s delegated power the following comments was made to WDC: -

The Parish Council is seriously concerned that the Highway Authority appear to have such little regard for road safety that they will allow an estate road to exit onto an approach road to a village without reducing the 60 mph speed limit to 40mph as had been previously indicated.  This proposed junction involves a right turn lane which is a potential road safety hazard without speed restriction and this would also have provided the means of slowing traffic down prior to entering the village and thereby reducing the existing speeding problem on Station Road which is well known and documented with the Highway Authority, the West Mercia Police and the Safer Roads Partnership.  The suggestion of the 40mph reduction was also fully endorsed by the developer's agents in pre application discussions.

We would therefore like to see Plan 2b accepted as the proper and safest option, but at the very least we would be prepared to accept Plan 3 as the speed reduction from 40 to 30 is critical. Plan 3d is totally unacceptable to the Parish Council.
