	2 Cobden Avenue - Partial retrospective application for a single storey side extension and conversion of the existing double garage
	Application under consideration until 12th November 2012.

One comment posted from South Worcestershire Land Drainage Partnership regarding the Applicant will need to confirm how they intend to deal with the additional surface water run-off from the proposed side extension roof and paved areas in a way that will not increase the risk of flooding to the site and elsewhere by incorporating sustainable drainage systems wherever possible.

	Worcestershire Royal Hospital Charles Hastings Way - Application for the removal of conditions of planning permission P05Q0436 for a temporary structure (Siting of temporary single storey building to be used as a 12no bed observation ward.)
	Decision due by 5th November 2012 – no objections stated on web portal.  The reason for the on-going use of specific temporary

accommodation located next to the existing A&E Department is the the existing Observations Ward linked to the A&E department has seen increases in patient throughput during the previous twelve months and directly related to an overall increase in  admissions for the hospital. As a consequence A&E at WRH is under considerable pressure to meet the increase in patient numbers whilst ensuring that the Trust continues to provide safe and efficient services. The existing Observations ward has, therefore, become essential in the overall provision of care facilities at the hospital.



	PROPOSED PROHIBITION OF DRIVING (EXCEPT FOR ACCESS) ORDER (implications to the Parish)
	Darwin Avenue and Chesterton Gardens 


	The proposal follows a request from the local County Councillor, Mr Andy Roberts, in response to ongoing complaints from residents about parking problems caused by extraneous vehicles. This parking activity is understood to be generated by overspill from Worcestershire Royal Hospital and businesses on the Kings Court development, both of which are located nearby. 

Planning permission has been granted for a care home development on land to the west of, and accessed from, Darwin Avenue. This new development will increase the volume of traffic using Darwin Avenue and therefore the potential impact of the parking activity. The developer has by agreement contributed a sum of money towards measures to address parking issues along the road and this proposal will be funded from that contribution.

I would be grateful to receive your views on this proposal by 19 November so that I may continue the consultation procedure.  If I do not hear from you by that date then I will assume you have no objection but your earliest response would assist me greatly.
