	Police Report

Clerk was instructed to approach the County Council with regard to this. 	PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT CONTROL:
a.          Previous planning applications

12/0279 – Erection of Wooden Amenity/Storage Building to be used in conjunction with adjoining land use – Hollies Lane.
Approved – a discussion on this took place, where several points were not satistactorily resolved to the opinion of the parish council – the main one being that  the building approved was a considerable distance from the road, and therefore any contravention of the permission may be difficult to see.  Also, it was felt that enforcement had not been carried out completely, as there had been a garden area created out of the field, and a wooden playhouse erected, at over a height of 6ft.  Clerk to draw these matters to the attention of Planning Officer John Baggott..

Clerk advised that the owner was Mr. D. Price who lived at Park Attwood Farm.  James would proceed with this information.

	Progress Reports on Outstanding Items
a) Highway matters – 

.Highway flooding in Low Habberley
With a somewhat negative response from the County Council, who were not predisposed to undertaking major works to what Councillor felt was a blocked or collapsed drain in the vicinity of the Fountain (lower car park) it was mooted that perhaps the parish council should dedicate some money to this problem.  Councillor Grainger said he had a photograph of the type of drain that may take away the water on the highway between the Fountain and Ferndale.  It was also stated that Mr. Blakeway (tenant of the land), who was present at the last meeting would have no objection to this water going into the field,   However, if was felt that the owners should really be consulted also.  Clerk to contact the County Council again armed with information, and the fact that funding may also come forward from the Parish Council to help with this work.
Missing Barriers – Crundalls Lane – Cllrs. Grainger and Yarranton  had met with David Hunter at this site, and suggested that the Lengthsman replace the missing barrier with a short section of post and rail fencing.  This would be done as extra work, over and above the regular lengthsman’s allocation.  Lengthsman to be approached re this.    He had also agreed to address potholes in Lightmarsh lane, and promised to schedule the lane for resurfacing next year.
        b)    Severn Trent 

Cllrs. Mrs. Gammond and B. Phillips had met on site with Debbie Paterson (STWA) and discussed measures at the car park to prevent access by unauthorised vehicles into the woods.  The Councillors had also addressed a full set of problem points raised at the July meeting by members of the public (as the attached report).  Since the site meeting, Severn Trent had agreed to submit a plan, and Cllr. Gammond brought along pictures to the meeting of the posts which STWA suggested they install at the car park.  Their suggestion using metal posts – which Cllr. Mrs. Gammond showed with a plan on screen - did not find favour with anyone at the meeting, and she advised that she would go back to Debbie Paterson with a suggestion using wooden posts more in keeping with the area.

Boundary Commission review of the District – 
With regard to this, where this council had decided to support fewer District Councillors to represent the district, District Councillor Davies brought to Councillors attention that this review would also involve alteration to the District Council Wards.  
Consultation Workshop at the District Council - 16th September 6pm-7pm – this was being held to ask Parishes help to identify areas where there could be further cuts in District Council expenditure.  Clerk made councillors aware so that if possible, someone could attend prior to the next parish council meeting.  Ideas were hopefully to be investigated prior to the District Council setting next year’s budget.
New Code of Practice re CCTV Usage - a new code of practice has come into force requiring police and public authorities to follow certain guidelines.  
Tree Warden Scheme
Clerk had followed this up with Wade Muggleton at the County Council, who advised that he would be inviting our two wardens to an induction, hopefully in September or October.

CALC – Next Area Meeting – Scheduled for Monday 30th September.

Planned Waste Incinerator at Hartlebury – Clerk tabled a letter from Hartlebury Parish Council asking for support against the building of the incinerator.  No action was taken.
