The Northern Link campaign group has drafted wording that we hope each parish council will resolve to adopt at its November meeting and send in a formal letter on headed paper to Jack Hegarty, Wychavon. Parishes can add or tweak the wording if they wish but it has already been worked on by representatives from the parishes in the Northern Link campaign group.

VITAL FOR GROWTH AND VITAL FOR THE FUTURE!!

Pershore Town Council and the Parish Councils of: Bishampton and Throckmorton, Hill and Moor, Pinvin, and Wyre Piddle (the “Councils”) have come together in strong support for the construction of the Northern Link road and railway bridge. This vital strategic infrastructure project connecting Pershore Town with the A44 must be constructed at the earliest possible time and in advance of the major residential and employment use developments within Pershore and the Villages.

The Councils further believe there needs to be an overall strategic approach to the Northern Link that considers the future and the economic health of the area. The Northern Link is a sustainable project and the necessary requirements are in place to enable an early implementation of the scheme.

The cumulative impact of all the residential and employment use projects must be considered together rather than on a piecemeal basis. Such consideration must include the impact of traffic on all approaches to and from Pershore and the Villages in particular Station Road, High Street, Terrace Road, Wyre Road, Wyre Hill and the Pinvin Crossroads. The Councils look to the developers to make significant contributions towards the construction of the Northern Link project.

Without the Northern Link the Councils have serious concerns about:-

· People: Safety implications at road junctions. Pedestrians including school children using existing bridges without adequate footway facilities, 

· Business: Local shops and commercial outlets being stifled through; traffic congestion, delay of deliveries and unable to expand, 

· Growth: The Town and Villages becoming less attractive and viable to live, work and shop,

· Future: Inherent traffic congestion on the A44 strategic route to the M5 motorway making the area less likely to attract investment.

The councils concern for the future is that without the pre-emptive construction of this vital strategic infrastructure project there will be serious danger of traffic gridlock at peak times affecting Pershore Town and the Villages.

Repairs carried out after bonfire. Despite the organisers removing the ash etc., it took four hours to get the area into a reasonable condition to resow. The main reason was the volume of nails and staples on and just below the surface from the pallets etc burnt which were removed with powerful magnets( 5.5kg). The area behind the basketball net was cordoned off to deter the bridge club from parking on the grass, they have caused damage to the field by getting stuck.  Unfortunately vandals have seen fit to pull the posts over causing more damage to the field, after a second round of vandalism on Friday evening, 29th November, the posts and tape have been removed. The meeting opened at 1900 hrs 15 November 2013 with PC Shortell acting as ‘Opening Chair’.
The meeting appointed Councillor Ken Rowe as its Chair and PC Shortell therefore handed over the meeting to him.

There were no previous priorities to review as A PACT Panel meeting had not been held for some time.

Issues were then raised for the villages in the PACT Panel area and these were as listed below:

· Parking outside the schools in Pinvin particularly at school start and end times.

· Youths gathering at Pendas Meadow, Pinvin with some ASB and drug issues.  A vehicle arrives intermittently 
and is approached by youths but then leaves after a short while.

· Speeding at Wyre Hill

· Speeding in Pinvin particularly during late hours

· Wyre Piddle children’s home.  Police liaising with staff and engaging with resident children.

· Speeding in Salter’s Lane, accompanied by destruction of verges by heavy vehicles visiting Spring’s nursery.  
Police working to educate drivers and deter offences.

· More police presence requested in the villages particularly Wyre Piddle.

· Ridgeway Park Farm, Throckmorton and issues relating to dead cattle and illegal dumping.  Police have 
already visited this site and liaised with DEFRA.  There is currently ongoing process against the owner 

· Speeding in Broad Lane, Bishampton.

· Fly tipping in Long Lane, and Bishampton Road, Throckmorton
