Heart of England Forest Report

Heart of England Forest drop-in session at Great Alne on 10th February 
 Cllr David Cranage and the Clerk attended the event and were informed of the ongoing growth of the forest around Pebworth, Honeybourne, Great Alne and Spernall. Currently the forest extends to some 6,000 acres and will continue to expand for the foreseeable future by using funds from the Dennis Publishing business in London. All of the forested sites will have permissive footpaths, bridle ways and some cycle tracks. Map and other information is available on the charities Heart of England Forest website.   
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
