6.  General 
6.1 Lengthsman Update. 
· Foliage had been cleared from signs.
· Road Grips had been dug out in Watery Lane.
· Debris and silt had been cleared from drains.
· Drains had been rodded near the Gated Road and at Tanglewood Junction.
· Flood recovery work was to be carried out in Watery Lane (below the Church to the Bridge); Elmbridge Lane (Newhouse Farm to Hawthorne Corner and the bottom of Badger Bank); The Knoll (bottom near main road) and Purshull Green. The cost would be the hire of the digger at £96 per day for 2 days and labour £416 (8hrs x 2 days x 2 men) making a total of £608.
6.2 Highways.

· No further information had been received about the missing grit bin
· A factsheet had been received of surface dressing.

· Some filling and patching had been carried out in Addis Lane
· A pot-hole near the Church needed attention. A 2-year guarantee was now given on pot-hole repairs.

10.6 The land opposite Stirrups was becoming overgrown.
