Glossary of Terms

· “To consider” is used to identify an issue requiring a decision by the Parish Council.

· “Motion” is the term used to describe where a full, public vote is required of Cllrs once a discussion has taken place and once a decision has been made on an item. 
· “Motion to approve/accept” is used to identify those issues requiring a full, public vote by Cllrs in order to accept that item.
· “Standing Orders” are the rules for the routine conduct of council business and set out the procedures for meetings. Standing Orders are suspended in order to allow members of the public to address the Parish Council at a meeting. 
· Quorum - By law there must be a quorum of councillors (a sufficient number of councillors) present at the meeting in order for it to take place. For Grimley Parish Council this is three councillors.
