The annual cost estimate for the 7-8 metre tall Norway spruce tree is £550 – This includes supplying the tree, placing it in a ground socket (lifting equipment required), fitting safety guide wires, fixing and connecting all the lights, supplying security/safety barriers around the tree, remove all the above when finished with, dispose of the tree and store the tree lights for a year.   
iii. To supply a 1.2 metre long heavy steel tree socket with stability stabilizing brackets and a secure cap and concrete into the ground full depth. A cost estimate is £250 - £300
iv. As an indication of cost for the festoon lights which Salford Priors purchased they were £561.00 which is for 10 sets of 20 LED bulbs – 200 in all
v. The cost to install a permanent 16 amp outdoor socket supplied from the Village Hall would need a formal quotation, furthermore permission would be required to cross the access track leading to the Sheif Farm. An alternative would be a catenary supported supply installed and removed each year, both options will need further investigation.
vi. Local sponsorship could be sought for the annual costs of £500
