PARISH GRANT ALLOCATION



The financial settlement from the Government is not expected before 
the end of December.  It is expected that the New Homes Bonus 
funding and the Revenue Support Grant will be reduced.  We shall be 
unable to prepare figures for next year's precept until this figure is 
clear.  It is anticipated to be reduced by about 15% which would mean 
we would be allocated around £230.
7.
LOCAL COMMUNITY GRANTS SCHEME


This scheme is being funded by the 5p plastic bag charge in Tesco 
Stores.  Contact has been received from Groundwork, who are a local 
environmental charity and they are managing this scheme. They have 
informed me that no applications whatsoever have been received from 
Bromsgrove so we would have a good chance of receiving a grant 
should we apply.  I did mention play equipment and have been told this 
is just the sort of project they have in mind.  The next time to apply is 
early 2016 and they have promised to let me have more information. 
Should we pursue this.

EXTERNAL AUDIT


From the start of 2017/2018 smaller authorities can choose to have an 
auditor appointed to them.  NALC is setting up a sector led body to 
provide external audit to parish and town councils when the current 
contract ends.  We can opt out of this arrangement by 31st January 
2016 if we wish to do so. CALC are encouraging everyone to stay with 
the NALC arrangement but we can choose.
