Worcestershire Regulatory Services have visited the Appleby/Whitehouse ditch to examine the foul water, but at the moment it is dried up so no action has been taken.

Wallhouse Lane; LD/17/00229 - Land North of Wallhouse Lane, Hanbury.  Enforcement action is being taken against the owners of the land north of Wallhouse Lane. 
Loggerheads Lane; Land Drainage LD/17/00231 - Land at Loggerheads Lane, Hanbury, Droitwich Enforcement action being taken against the owners of the land at Loggerhead Lane. 
School Lane: It is believed that there is a culvert under the highway which takes flow from Hanbury Hall side under the road. Unfortunately with the Section of the Land Drainage Act which is used to compel land owners to clear obstructions to proper flow of a watercourse, there must be proven connections of flow downstream in order to take action. If this is located in the future and it can be shown that this flows to a watercourse then action will be taken.

 

Goosehill Lane; The historic mapping for the area has been checked and there is no evidence of connections to convey the flow of water, therefore unfortunately like the above, No action can be taken. 

 

Hanbury Hall Exit: As above. 

 

Opposite Hanbury First School: This is a Highway System and from the records in control by the County Council, If there were to choose to culvert the open section and fill it in, they would not require any consent from the District Council.
