Appendix B Reports to WCC
· On the junction of Danes Green and Jacobs Ladder in Claines is a grassed 'traffic island”.  Over the years this island has suffered continued erosion due to turning vehicles, particularly lorries.  Potholes caused were very recently filled.  These repairs have now been totally destroyed by a reversing building material lorry, leaving large pieces of tarmac in the road, which are a danger to traffic.  I believe that this island is in dire need of reinforcement by being 'kerbed', together with the verges opposite.  These verges have recently also suffered extensive damage from heavy vehicles, used to resurface areas of the road in Jacobs Ladder – reported by parishioner.
