"The Parish Council OBJECTS to the proposal on the grounds of its impact on the surrounding area, as determined by the Inspector in 2003 in relation to the existing adjoining site (APP/H1840/A/01/1057646) (para.18: 'even with additional landscaping the proposal would continue to have an unduly harmful effect on the character and appearance of the surrounding area)".

Nevertheless the application was approved by Wychavon, despite objections from other parties notably the Aldington Residents Association.
The latest application refers only to the proposed re-positioning of one of the static caravans so that instead of being opposite to the other caravan it will be at a right-angle to it.

Whilst it is unfortunate that permission was given in the first place, no objections.
