DISTRICT COUNCILLORS REPORT.
· Rectory Farm gas generators pass the approval, 11 votes to 1. Myself and UWPC member Richard Eddington raised our objections along with a local residents living near the site. Worcestershire regulatory services will be putting noise conditions on the development, with testing of noise levels due as the development progresses
· Swan Garage redevelopment: I have passed UWPC light pollution concerns on and have been reassured that WRS will be assessing light levels of the development, with its current assessment concluding that light levels would be acceptable. I can now also confirm that lorries and other HGVs will no longer be able to use the site following the redevelopment. 
· Pollinator strategy: details to UWPC clerk if wished
· Enforcement: there are no new enforcement issues concerning Bywater Farm, I have since been to see the site from the road and will remain aware of the concerns raised by the site and will coordinate with the relevant enforcement officer as and when necessary
· Community funding: I have forward UWPC and DPC further details of small grants available from WDC for active parishes.
