Housing 
At present, when decisions on planning applications are made by Wychavon District Council, they must take into account the policies in their ‘development plan’.  Other matters are also taken into account, for example, the government’s policy on planning
.  
The ‘development plan’ for Wychavon is the South Worcestershire Development Plan (SWDP).  The SWDP was prepared together by Wychavon, Malvern Hills and Worcester City Councils and covers land in all three Council areas.  It contains planning policies and allocates housing land for the period up to 2031.  The SWDP was ‘adopted’ by the three Councils in 2016 – this means that its policies carry significant weight when planning decisions are being made.
The only land allocated for housing in Pebworth in the SWDP was the field on which Wesley Gardens etc has been built and no further sites have been specifically allocated for housing up to 2031.  The SWDP required that Pebworth provide 20 additional houses, 23 have already been provided in the Wesley Gardens development so, strictly speaking, Pebworth does not need to provide any additional housing until 2031.  Having said that, the government is committed to providing more houses and housing proposals are generally favourably considered in the planning process, particularly in ‘sustainable’ locations – i.e. cities and towns and villages with local services, for example a school, village hall, shop etc.
Pebworth is designated as a ‘Category 3’ village in the SWDP – where only limited development to address local housing need is acceptable.  The village has two ‘development boundaries’.  The development boundaries are the areas within the black lines on the map on the next page.  The hamlet of Broad Marston does not have a development boundary.  
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Policy SWDP 2 allows infill development within development boundaries, as long as it doesn’t have significantly adverse effects on, for example, existing residents or the character of the area.
The focus groups that some residents attended in September 2016 were divided on whether or not infill was a good idea for Pebworth.  Those against it said that it would ruin the character of the village, those in favour however, said that it was preferable to having more land developed on the edge of the village.

Our Neighbourhood Plan can include additional, more detailed policies on housing than those in the SWDP.  Those policies would also then be taken into account by the Council and inspectors when deciding planning applications.  There are a number of ways that we can deal with the housing issue in Pebworth:
A. Do nothing – i.e. accept infill within the development boundaries.  Outside development boundaries there is a ‘presumption against’ further development, however, the government is committed to ‘significantly boosting’ housing supply.  Pebworth is only a Category 3 village, so it would not be a highly sustainable location for more housing.  However, there is always the risk that development will be approved, if not by the Council, by the government on appeal, particularly smaller developments of up to 10 dwellings.
B. Restrict infill – Our Neighbourhood Plan could include a policy that designates an area, or number of areas within the village, where we consider infill would be unacceptable.  If we were to do this, we would have to give good reasons for doing so.
C. Allocate land for housing – By doing this we take a proactive approach.  If we identify land in our Neighbourhood Plan that we feel it is acceptable to develop and an application is then submitted to develop other land, our plan will carry significant weight in the decision-making process because we will be able to show that we have considered where we think it is best to put additional housing in the village.  A site for housing does not have to be a large field for a large number of houses – it could also be a small parcel of land to provide a specified or maximum number of houses.
D. Restrict Infill + allocate land for housing – A combination of options B and C.

Buildings

Green Space

The Close is already protected as a ‘significant gap’ in the SWDP.  This means that any development proposed on the land must ensure the retention of its ‘open character’.  Through the Neighbourhood Plan however, we could designate areas as ‘Local Green Space’ (LGS).  Once allocated as LGS, land is preserved in a similar way to Green Belt.  
Whilst land in all types of ownership can be designated as LGS (i.e. ownership is not important), we must be able to show that it complies with the following government criteria 
· it must be located reasonably close to the community it serves; 
· it must be ‘demonstrably special’ to the local community and be of particular local value due to its beauty, tranquillity, historic significance, wildlife or recreational value (including use as a playing field); and
· it must be local in character - and not an extensive tract of land – i.e. not a whole series of fields.

Views

Environmental Issues
During the focus groups several suggestions were made relating to energy use and other environmental issues.  Policy SWDP 27 already requires that all new houses should provide at least 10% of their energy requirements by renewable means, i.e. solar panels, ground source heat etc.  The visual impact of solar panels is a matter of opinion and whilst some may consider them as a positive thing, others might think that they detract from the area.
