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Upper Arely Parish Council is consulted on all planning applications in the Parish by Wyre Forest District Council, who are the planning authority.  

The Parish Council does not have a Planning Committee, all applications are dealt with at the monthly Parish Council meeting and details of the applications to be considered will be listed on the agenda.  However, should a response to a consultation on a planning application be needed before the next meeting takes place, the Clerk will consult the Local Ward Councilors’ for their opinion.
Decisions on planning applications will also be listed on the agenda.

The Parish Council does not have the power to permit or refuse a planning application, but it can provide useful local knowledge to the Planning Officer.  If the Parish Council objects to an application the decision will usually be made by the Planning Committee and not by the Officer under delegated powers.

The Parish Council can ask to speak at the Planning Committee should it wish to do so.

The Parish Council has also made an application for designation of the Parish of Upper Arley for the purpose of Neighbourhood Planning which has been approved. 
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
