Parish Notice Boards


In order to give more information to Parishioners it has been agreed to replace boards in the Parish to enable more details to be displayed and also to be weatherproof.       


Replacement  boards holding up to 4 sheets of A4 paper are to be erected at either end of Stanklyn Lane.       A new board is to be erected at Mustow Green by the post box.     The School Notice Board from the old school at Stone is to be moved to the wall of The Plough Inn, Shenstone.      A new board is to be erected on Butts Lane.





Firework Displays


There have been complaints regarding the noise of fireworks from Stone Manor Hotel.     The Chairman attended a meeting with the Manager of the hotel, and it was agreed that in future local parishioners and those with livestock would be given due warning when displays are to be held.





Car Boot Sales


These have been a source of great concern to residents in Stanklyn Lane.    The Parish Council has used every possible endeavour to get these stopped, and it is hoped that they will not return.
