Dear Resident
Re: B4188 Belbroughton Road – Proposed Traffic Calming Scheme
Since first being elected to represent you, many residents have raised concerns with me regarding the speed of traffic along the Belbroughton Road.

I have raised this with WCC Highways and also the Safer Roads Partnership, the agency responsible for speed enforcement on behalf of West Mercia Police.

The Safer Roads Partnership have made it clear they would not undertake speed enforcement on this road until all possible highways engineering solutions had been undertaken.

Residents will be aware, that out of my devolved highways monies I have previously funded the 30 mph speed limit roundels which are painted on the road at intervals to remind drivers of the speed limit.

I have been requesting that WCC Highways come up with a speed reduction scheme and I am pleased they have now designed a potential scheme for the Belbrougton Road. They have designed a similar scheme in Feckenham and have been assessing effectiveness on speed reduction and there is evidence to show it has reduced speeds by 3-4 mph on average.

The current speeds along this road, measured in May of this year in the northbound direction (towards Hackmans Gate), are an average of 34.4 mph and the 85% tile (the fastest 15%) is 41.2mph. In the southbound direction (towards Blakedown) speeds are an average of 31.3 mph and the 85% tile (the fastest 15%) is 36.2mph.
WCC has been successful in bidding for funding from the Police and Crime Commissioner’s road safety fund of £10,000.

I presented this scheme to the Parish Council at their meeting on Monday 12 July to seek their views and obtain their support in principle. 

I enclose 3 plans to indicate what the scheme will look like in principle. Clearly, there will be the necessary safety audits to be finalised and the exact scheme layout but this is the broad principles of how the scheme will look, subject to any safety alterations and modifications regarding consultation.

I would anticipate, subject to a positive response and adverse weather not getting in the way, the scheme could be undertaken by Spring 2022. When the works are to be undertaken they will be required to be completed under a road closure but access to property frontages will be maintained. I will update local residents on the timings of this scheme when known.

I, together, with my District Council colleagues Ian Hardiman and Lisa Jones have been lobbying for action for some time and are pleased to have something to present to you.

Clearly, if the scheme proceeds, WCC can then undertake further speed monitoring to measure the effectiveness of the scheme and then press the Safer Roads Partnership for speed enforcement action should it be necessary.
