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Foreword

Welcome to the Parish Plan for the village of Fladbury, Worcestershire!

This plan was developed between 2006 and 2008 as a result of a Parish Council initiative in response to central government proposals.

The Parish Plan Steering group worked to identify the aspects of the parish that were important to the residents and any aspects of concern.

The main method used was to survey all the households in the parish 

and, in addition, two exhibitions were held to promote the survey.

Children were specifically invited to participate, completing their own 

Questionnaire if they wished. 

A household response rate close to 80% was achieved and this document presents the results.  It has not been possible to incorporate all comments received into the document, including ideas for major improvements should the village receive a 'windfall'.

This is a beginning and not an end.

FLADBURY PARISH PLAN - Introduction

Setting the scene

Fladbury is a rural parish in Worcestershire lying beside the river Avon half way between Pershore and Evesham.  The parish is attractive and has views to Bredon Hill, the Malvern Hills, the Lenches and the Cotswold escarpment.  

The main village settlement dates from at least Saxon times (name: Flaedanburg) and the present church is probably on the site of a Saxon minster.  The lower parts of the church tower are of Norman date, with the remainder of the church rebuilt from 1340 onwards.  There are a number of significant properties in the parish:  within the village itself there is the Manor House (early C18), the Monastery (early 18C with later additions) and the Mill with a working water wheel. Further afield there is Craycombe House (1790) and Springhill Farm (1820+).  There are a number of black and white timber buildings, some of which are thatched.

The approaches to Fladbury are unspoiled. The main route through the parish is the A44 which lies north of the village centre.  This east/west route provides access to Worcester and the M5 to the west and to Evesham and the A46 and A44 to the east.  There is a minor route north to the Lenches and a southerly route through the main village settlement and over the river to Cropthorne and the south of the county.  At present it is possible to drive into the village from any direction without encountering ugly or unsuitable buildings. 

The village centre contains about 285 households with approximately 75 spread elsewhere.  The parish is bounded on the east and south by the River Avon, while the western boundary runs along Salters Lane on the edge of the parish of Lower Moor.  To the north Fladbury parish extends to the crest of the ridge including Hill Furze and Machine Farm.  The eastern-most part of the parish runs through Craycombe estate to the main boundary of the woods on the Woodnorton estate.

The main use of the land is for agriculture.  Vegetables and arable crops are grown on the land south of the A44, with pasture lying to the north of the A44 on the slopes of the ridge.  Specialist agricultural units include chickens, mushrooms, organic vegetables and a few orchards. 

The Evesham Golf Course occupies the land above the River Avon just north of the village centre. 

Other economic activity includes vegetable preparation and packing at Springhill Farm, together with various business units.   A further cluster of units is based around Craycombe Farm with activities ranging from Antiques to a Gym.  There is a transport depot in the village, uncomfortably situated at the far end of a narrow residential road.  Within the village settlement there are two pubs offering food and accommodation, a butcher's shop and a hairdressers.  Fladbury CE First School, with an excellent reputation, is situated close to the church and the village hall.

The Worcester to Oxford railway line runs through the parish.  In the past the village had a station but now the nearest stations are at Pershore and Evesham.  

The river is an important feature of the village. Access to the riverbanks and water meadows is greatly appreciated by parishioners.  Some houses have river frontage and mooring facilities.  There is an active canoe club at the Recreation Ground, with canoes suitable for all age groups.   Public access to the river is found at the Wharf (very small park to the south of the village) and there is a public footpath along part of the riverbank, though no public boat launching facilities.  The Birmingham Anglers' Association holds the sporting, mooring and fishing rights and there are fishing stands at regular intervals. The recently extended permissive access to the meadow adjoining Fladbury Mill is a very welcome feature.  The river was an early source of electricity for street lighting, with a turbine at Fladbury Mill.

Survey Results

Section One

The people of Fladbury

Total responses:

In total 347 questionnaires were returned completed; of these 212 were completed by individuals and 135 were responses on behalf of a household.  It is estimated that nearly 80% of the households in the civic parish responded to the questionnaire

Profile of the people who responded to the questionnaire

Age Range:  
The majority ranged between 23 and 74

Gender: 
The responses were almost evenly distributed between male and female respondents, with a slightly higher number of females.
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Employment: 

For respondents replying to the employment question:

36% were retired

13% work from home

27% work in the Evesham to Pershore area

13% work within 20 miles (includes Worcester, Cheltenham)

11% work more than 20 miles away from home

This shows that the majority of residents work within 20 miles of Fladbury
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Length of time living in Fladbury:

More than 50% of the respondents had lived in Fladbury for more than 15 years.  The majority of the remainder have been here more than 5 years.  This shows a very settled population to the village.

Reasons for moving to Fladbury

The most popular reason given for moving here was the attractive area.  This was followed closely by employment in the area.  Another reason was having family nearby.

How respondents feel about living in Fladbury:

There were many positive comments to the open question inviting general comments about living in Fladbury.   Some issues raised elsewhere in the questionnaire were also mentioned again in this section.  

"Nice village don't spoil it."

 "Fladbury residents are very friendly."

 "Neighbourliness and friendliness has deteriorated over the years."

 "The village has changed over the years."

Responses from people living away from the village centre

Although no respondents were individually identified it was apparent from responses that those people living in the more distant parts of the parish felt marginal to many of the questions asked.  However, where specific concerns were raised these are picked up in the relevant sections.

"People who live on the outer fringes of the parish are not always taken 

  into consideration when major alterations or planning is an issue."

Communication and information

There were a number of responses indicating that people were unaware about the existence of certain facilities in the village and more information would be welcomed by them.  

"Did not know about - Millennium Garden, or Mobile Library."

"Where is the Wharf?"

"How do you find out about joining the clubs (tennis, canoe)?"

Sense of Community

The answers to the parish plan questionnaire show that for many people there is still a strong sense of community in the village.  People nowadays travel further afield than earlier generations and also find more entertainment in their homes.  Despite this many recognised a community spirit.  For some there was a lack of information and a slight sense of isolation.  



Section Two
The Environment

Our currently managed Environment:

In response to the questions about matters that are the responsibility of the Parish Council there was general satisfaction with the current levels of maintenance.

Street Lighting, Litter Bins and Dog Waste Bins 

The majority indicated that no further action was needed. 

Verges

Major concern was expressed about tractor/vehicle damage to the verges, in particular along Station Road and across the water meadows to Jubilee Bridge.  However, a slight majority of those responding to this question did not consider that further action was needed.

Other environmental issues:

Noise Pollution 

32% of respondents felt they were subject to unpleasant or annoying noises.  The main problem was general vehicle noise.  Residents along the A44 particularly mentioned this.   Noise from tractors and some other traffic through the village centre was also mentioned. 

Light Pollution

14% of respondents expressed concern about light pollution.   Many felt there was too much lighting, with tennis courts, pubs and local security lights mentioned as culprits. 
Management of our Hedgerows

There was overwhelming support for the hedgerows to be managed at the present level, with any maintenance carried out with due regard to wildlife.

Tree Planting

Suggestions for further planting of trees included the Recreation Ground, Rectory Green and Station Road.  In addition there was a specific request for trees to be planted at the Wood Norton end of the A44.

Areas for general tidying up

The following areas were identified in a number of responses as needing to be tidied up - the anglers' car park at the bottom of Mill Bank and the footpath behind the butcher's shop (private land?).  In addition, parts of Broadway Lane and Anchor Lane were mentioned.

Access to the river

Many respondents felt that access to the river had greatly improved since

Mr and Mrs Wynn opened the meadow beside Fladbury Mill. 

"Since the grant of access to the meadow field, this is much improved.  

  I would like to say thanks to the land owners."

"Need access for disabled people"

Getting About

Cars - Cars are obviously the most common means of travel for residents of Fladbury parish.  The survey showed that 93% of respondents either had their own car or one in the household, demonstrating the general trend in society for individual car ownership.  A minority of 7% of the respondents did not have a car in their household.  

The proposal about car sharing met little interest.

Buses - Over half the respondents had no opinion about the bus service and it is likely that these people do not use the buses.  Of the remainder, the majority thought there were sufficient buses:  the service has regular buses each way.  For the more dispersed residents it was commented that there is no service along the A44 from Woodnorton to Fladbury Cross or up Fladbury Hill to Hill Furze, leaving these residents more isolated.

There is only a single bus shelter in the parish at the centre of the village for the Evesham bound service.  A majority of respondents supported the provision of a northbound bus shelter.  A range of locations was suggested for this.

Cycles - Currently there are no separate cycle paths in the village although the blossom cycle trail passes up Fladbury Hill.  In the survey there was majority support for a cycle route to Pershore and there is clearly a potential for a safe route linking with Lower Moor, Wyre Piddle and Pershore.  However currently parts of this would have to share by-roads with cars, as well as pass over the railway bridge at Wyre Piddle which is used by buses and emergency vehicles.  

Marginally less support was expressed in a cycle route to Evesham.  A potential route might be found via Charlton and Hampton.

Public Footpaths - Nearly 68% of respondents use the village footpaths on a weekly or more frequent basis, with nearly all other respondents using them sometimes.  The footpath network is clearly an important public asset for the village.  Comments were made about the level of care of footpaths.  A majority of responses indicated a preference for more maintenance work to be done. For many people the comments reflected a view that more cutting was required in the growing season.  

Footpath and pavement surfaces caused many negative comments 
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Wychavon Way

The Wychavon Way (a way-marked county walking route of 42 miles) passes through the parish from Craycombe ridge in the north to Jubilee Bridge in the south.  

For about 500 metres it follows the A44 where walkers can choose between walking on the rough verge or on the roadway itself.  A majority of respondents supported the proposal to make this a 'proper' footpath.


2. Managing the volume of traffic

Parking

The responses identified certain parts of the main village as having parking problems.  The one most commented on was the area around the Church Street / Farm Street junction.  In addition other areas mentioned were Farm Street and Lazy Lane.    Some 

of the parking problems relate to daily activities connected with the school and shops.  The village hall itself has limited parking and at times parking for the hall adds to the problem. 

Speed and traffic management

Speed on the A44 and Fladbury Cross

The vast majority - over 70% - supported the proposal for a speed restriction on the A44, particularly near Fladbury Cross.  The effect of this might be to reduce accidents in the vicinity and ease turning onto the main road.  The majority did not support an additional suggestion for a light operated crossing, although a refuge island was supported.  It has to be noted that there are already a number of refuge islands in this section but perhaps without connecting pavements.

Speed management through the village

Traffic calming measures were supported by a majority of respondents, although from a range of proposals the only ones receiving majority support were:

Electronic speed signs 

20mph speed limit around the school

Other measures were not supported

A number of respondents commented on Mill Bank being a difficult section.  

Changing the junction of Farm Street to a mini roundabout was not supported and it was pointed out by a long-time resident that this had been tried in the past!

Pedestrians

There was support for a general idea of a pedestrian crossing serving the village hall/ social club/ school.

Section Four

Housing
Housing is increasingly on the agenda, locally, regionally and nationally.  This is involving local authorities, providers and stakeholders.  The possibility of circulating a Housing Needs Survey to residents has been discussed at the Parish Council.  

This survey would be quite separate from the questions asked for the Parish Plan. 

Housing Needs Identified in the Parish Plan

Only a very small number of people expressed housing needs in relation to Fladbury, and most of these were concerned for the next generation.  Parents felt their children when adult might want to stay on in the village and yet be unable to afford housing here.
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Types of housing that are required

In response to this question the most strongly supported options were: 

1st
Affordable Housing

2nd
Housing for Young Families

3rd 
Small houses or Bungalows

Where would housing go?
Not everybody knew where the current development boundary was, but just over half of those responding were against increasing the boundary.

Although no specific question was asked, some respondents commented that they favoured infill rather than spread.  Those in support of increasing  the development boundary expressed an interest in small pockets of well-designed, eco-friendly housing

When specifically asked to choose the most acceptable zone there was a small majority for the zone between the railway and the A44, rather than further south and west or north.

Retail Services

Of the retail services available in the village the majority of respondents make use of the butcher's shop, with nearly half shopping there at least once a month.

"Butcher's shop is a great asset to the village."

Over a quarter of respondents use the hairdressers, with over 15% doing so on a monthly or more frequent basis.

The retail outlets at Craycombe had support from a third of respondents, mostly on an infrequent basis

Village General Shop and Post Office

Currently there is no general shop in the village.  There was an enormous amount of support for the idea of a village shop and post office, although there were concerns about whether it could be a commercial viability.  The majority of respondents would be willing to spend between £5 and £15 a week and suggestions for items to be stocked covered mainly convenience store items.

"Would be a useful focal point for the village."

"I did not appreciate the convenience of a village shop until it closed."

"Could the owners make a living out of it?"


Other services

The allotments are supported by 10% of the respondents, with a plea from some users for 'piped water'. 

The mobile library service was unknown to many respondents;  only 5% of respondents made use of it.

Places to meet

The village has a range of indoor meeting places.  Of these the pubs and church were used fairly regularly by more than half of the respondents.  The village hall was used by 40% of respondents and attracted a number of comments indicating that it needed modernising.  The Pavilion (rebuilt in 2000) was used by 12% of respondents and there were comments suggesting it should be made more use of.  The Social Club (a private club) was used by 14%.

When asked about an informal meeting place (drop in) for adults, 39% said they would support one.  Comments ranged from suggesting that we already 

had enough places to proposals for using the Church for such community activities. 
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Outdoor Facilities

All the outdoor facilities that were asked about received significant support. 

 Nearly half the respondents used the recreation ground; the Wharf (small riverside park) and the Woodland Garden behind the church were also used by nearly half.  The children’s playground (the Pool Garden) was used by about one third of respondents.

Some facilities were unknown to some respondents, giving the impression that more information needs to be made available to parishioners.
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Recreation Ground (playing field)

When asked further about the recreation ground 88% of respondents felt that it was an important asset for the village, although not all of these people actually make use of it themselves, with some commenting that 'they used it when younger'.

Of the sports available at the recreation ground the most popular for participation was tennis - with 10% of respondents regularly playing tennis.  Participation in the other sports was: canoe club 6%, football 5%, and cricket 3%.
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Comments about the Recreation ground included:


"Needs a children’s play area, including older children."


"More support needed for junior sections of the sports club."


"The playing field facility needs to be preserved at all costs."
"Convert one tennis court to an artificial play area for other sports"

Children and Young People

Pool Garden (Young children's playground)

Although 50% of respondents thought the play area was reasonable or good, there was a sizeable minority asking for additional features.  Reference was made to the lack of a slide and the better quality of play equipment in other villages.

More than 70% of respondents supported the idea of the parish council bidding for funds to refurbish the pool garden

Additional games facilities for older children

Half the respondents supported the idea of additional facilities such as a basketball hoop and a goal post. 

Many commented that these should be located at the Recreation Ground



New Issues 

Flood Alleviation Measures

New concerns arose after the heavy rains during July 2007.  These came after the questionnaire was returned so feedback from residents was sought at the Parish Plan exhibition of January 2008.

The river Avon regularly floods on to the water meadows, sometimes cutting off access by road to Cropthorne.  However housing in the parish lies above the river flood level. 

In July 2007 surface water run-off caused flooding in a number of properties in the parish.  At the exhibition the following suggestions were supported:

· Avoid development on parish flood plains

· Actively lobby all relevant agencies & riparian landowners 

for well-maintained water courses 

· Adopt a cleaning schedule for drains and water courses

· Employ a lengthsman

· Make flood protection advice available to home owners
Major Planning Application 

Since the distribution of the questionnaire, a major planning application was made for greenhouses to be built in the west of the Parish.  At the exhibition a majority of comments referred to the need to maintain a strategic gap between the village and the next settlements.
