The minutes of Childswickham Annual Parish Meeting followed by the Annual Parish Council Meeting held at the Memorial Hall, Childswickham on Thursday 9th May 2019 at 7.15.

Report from the Chairman of the Parish Council – Anthony Halling.
In May 2018, the council started with seven members Sarah Lewis, Ralph Deakin, John Lowe, Allan Parker, Geoff Saunders and Jon Wade.  Dog fouling and speeding continues to be a problem for our parish.  A new Lengthsman has been appointed Mr Brian Arrowsmith.  Mr Parker had taken over the responsibility of the defibrillator.

The council fully supported the proposed reduction of the speed limit to 40mph on Pennylands Bank, Broadway.  The White village approach signs at Mount Pleasant have been funded by the parish council.  
The council would like to thank Mr and Mrs Brazier for the refurbishment of the telephone box.  Cllr’s Halling and Deakin had attended the opening of the Badsey Brook Flood Risk Management Scheme.  Three photos of flooded Atkinson Street and the Hall, were placed in the time capsule.

The council set the precept for 2019/202 at £8,057.00, this will mean a 5% increase on an average tax band D property.  The council felt this was necessary as it wishes to fund some speed control measures in the Parish and maintaince at Brook Street.

In January the New CSO India Sessargo introduced herself and her intention to be visible in the village. 

The bridge across the brook near the church has been schedule for repair in 2019/20 from the county council budget.  Mrs S Deakin gave the council a cheque for £368.46 which was raised at her “sleep out” held in August 2018, the money is to buy new seats for the toddler swings.  In February 2019 Cllr Halling has spent a great deal of time, trying to get the County Council to address the problems caused by the unnecessary recent road closure of the A44.  The council has applied for the outstanding amount of the NHB for the village on two projects, Brook Street and Wychavon Way -Wall Repairs.

At the recent election Cllrs Lewis, Lowe and Saunders decided to stand down and I would like to thank them on behalf of the parish for their contribution.   Myself, Mr Deakin, Mr Parker and Mr Wade have been re – elected and we will be seeking to co-opt three more members shortly.
