Nomination Forms were distributed and completed. The Clerk would deliver completed forms to Wychavon DC. Cllr. Ann Carter would deliver forms to Cllr. Andrew Halfpenny for completion

8.  General 
8.1 Lengthsman Update. 
· The Lengthsman’s budget from Worcestershire CC had now been used.
· A new contract had been received, signed and returned.

· The Budget for 2019/20 was £2053.53, as in previous years.

· Worcestershire CC will no longer provide PPE, traffic signs or cones.

· David Miles had provided a copy of his Public Liability Insurance

· He had cleared drains in Elmbridge Lane, Crown Lane, Addis Lane and Purshull Green. Grips were dug and headwalls cleared in Addis Lane and Watery Lane. Signs and Finger Posts had been washed in Cutnall Green.
8.2 Highways.

· Addis Lane (Watery Lane). Potholes had been repaired by the Church. Poor surface on bends below the Church were not deemed interventionable yet.
· Addis Lane (Watery Lane). The damaged bridge had been made safe. A full repair would be done later.
· Elmbridge Green Lane. Indication signage had been painted hopefully in readiness for patching.
· Highways Engineer. Gerry Brienza was to be replaced by Barry Barnes. The Clerk had noted his contact details.
8.3 New Homes Bonus

· Defibrillator. This was now in place having been funded by Wychavon DC’s New Homes Bonus Scheme and the British Heart Foundation. Thanks were also due County Cllr. Peter Tomlinson for providing a grant towards the cost of the cabinet.

Training in the use of the defibrillator and other resuscitation techniques would take place on Thursday 25th April at 7.30 pm for Parish Councillors and the Village Hall Committee. Training for the general public would be held at 10.30 am on Saturday 1st June and this would be publicised in the Parish Magazine
· Future Schemes. £4781 was available. A project to improve the lighting and acoustics in Elmbridge Village Hall was being prepared. A quote for updating the lighting was £1540 + VAT, Ecophon acoustic panels on the ceiling would cost approximately £2000 + VAT. A contribution to youth sport in Cutnall Green would also be considered.

      10. Planning
10.1 The Orchard (19/00278/HP) Retrospective permission received for a first floor balcony
10.2 Church Farm Villa (18/02469/FUL) An appeal had been lodged against the refusal of planning for a change of use from garage to two one-bedroom holiday lets.
10.3 Saddle Stones, Addis Lane (18/02679/FUL). Permission received for a change of use of agricultural land to a garden.
10.4 Hartlebury Waste Plant (18/000057/CM) Application made to increase throughput from 200,000 tonnes to 230,000 tonnes per annum had been referred to Wychavon DC Planning and Regulatory Committee. The Clerk would send a letter of support. 
10.5 Planning Enforcement Event.  Cllr. David Powell had attended. He reported that joint planning between Wychavon DC and Malvern Hills DC was taking place. Communication needed to be improved.
10.6 Bryans Green Farm. Bryans Green Farm had an extensive website advertising the location as a wedding venue “Elmbridge Weddings”. Neighbours had raised objections. District Cllr. Tony Miller advised that permission was needed for Licensing and Change of Use. The Clerk would contact Enforcement Services.
