8.  General 
8.1 Lengthsman Update. 
· The Lengthsman’s contract had been amended to allow LANTRA training annually.
· Drains had been cleared in Crown Lane, Purshull Green Lane, Addis Lane and Elmbridge Lane.
· Drains had been rodded in Elmbridge Lane.
· Work on Grips and Headwalls had been done in Addis Lane (Watery Lane).
· Foliage had been cut from signs in Cutnall Green.
· Future task: Cut foliage from around grit bins.
· Flooding near Cornshire Field Farm had been reported to Highways.
· David Miles was currently injured but would resume work as soon as possible.
8.2 Highways.

· Elmbridge Green Lane had been marked for patching several weeks ago, but work had not yet started. The Clerk would contact Highways.
· A Temporary Closure Notice had been received for Broad Common. A maximum for 16 days from 19th June for patching.
· Poor drainage at The Knoll had been reported to Highways (Ref: 698272)
· Road signs in the Parish were poor in places. The Clerk would contact County Cllr. Peter Tomlinson.
· Speed Cameras. District Cllr. Nick Wright reported that these could be used on the A442.

· Grass Cutting on verges. This had been done haphazardly. The Clerk would report to Highways
