Reports from representatives of other bodies 

Parish Paths Warden – PPW Mr Everitt had given apologies and confirmed there are no new issues to report.
Malvern Hills Trust – Mr Yapp updated the meeting on the proposed easement off Guarlford Road.

CALC – The chairman had attended the area CALC meeting and informed the meeting that there would be a presentation by the head of adult social care at the June meeting.

Updates on matters arising in previous minutes
a) Stocks Lane – VAS data
Mr Reynolds had given apologies so the latest data is awaited. The chairman reported on an email from a resident concerning the ongoing speeding problem and there was discussion of the measures put in place by the parish council to date and any further that may be possible. It was decided that the most effective deterrent would be increased police visibility – the clerk to request sit-up patrols in the pull-in, noting that these have been effective on Townsend Way.
The possibility of purchasing a data recording unit for the other VAS unit in order to obtain more data will be discussed at the next meeting.

Mr Yapp to ask the Lengthsman to remove the unused pole next to the new VAS pole on Stocks Lane.

b) Cameras on street light - Worcester Road – After investigation Mr Tinnion had ascertained from the police that these are traffic flow cameras.
c) Parking restriction outside the Beauchamp Community – It was noted that an ‘H’ bar has been marked across the entrance. Mr Yapp confirmed he had spoken to highways and this was ordered before the double yellow lines were requested. These are still going through the approval process.
