Reports from representatives of other bodies 

Parish Paths Warden – PPW Mr Everitt had given apologies. His report which was read out by the chairman. 
In particular he noted the longstanding obstruction of Newland NW-512(B) behind Sunnymead. Under Section 130A of the Highways Act 1980 it is possible to serve notice on the Countryside Service requesting removal of the obstruction. If the Authority does not comply with the notice then a further option could be invoked to apply to the Magistrates Court. After consideration the chairman proposed the matter be deferred until the next meeting for consideration by full council.
Malvern Hills Trust – Mr Yapp reported on the refusal of the application for an easement off Guarlford Road.

Updates on matters arising in previous minutes
a) Stocks Lane – VAS data
VAS data for traffic travelling southbound on Stocks Lane between 04/03/19 and week commencing 06/05/19 was circulated. There had been 71,777 vehicle movement with a speed of 36.3mph recorded at the 85th percentile. The data to be forwarded to the Safer Roads Partnership and displayed on the parish council noticeboards and website (WCC MyParish)

Letters from two Stocks Lane residents were read out and discussed. Mrs Jeavons proposed the council apply for a permanent 20mph speed limit on Stocks Lane and request speed recording and enforcement cameras be installed for a temporary period. Seconded by Mr Yapp, approved unanimously. To be referred to WCC highways, Safer Roads Partnership and West Mercia Police and copied to District and County Councillors.

Purchase of a data unit for the second Stocks Lane VAS unit was discussed. Proposed by Mr Yapp, seconded Mr Reynolds, approved unanimously. The cost will be around £500 and it was agreed District/County Councillors should be approached for funds.
