The County had supported the PC request for a 40mph through Mount Pleasant, however a TPO would take 18mths to 2 years and this would not be supported by the local constabulary.  However the council had paid for the Mount Pleasant signs, in an attempt to make people aware of the housing.

The only way to decrease the speed on the Broadway Road is by ‘engineering’ this is being looked at by County Council Highways Dept. and Cllr Eyre.

The PC has suggested diminishing white lines on the road.

The materials used (Burnt Larch) are completely out of character for the village. No other property will look remotely like this proposed build and it will dramatically affect the look of New Street. 2. There is too much glass area and privacy of all neighbours will be impacted. 3. There is no reason given for demolishing the existing Victorian Villa. 4. There is a new entrance marked on the Buckland Road further impacting parking and congestion on Buckland Road and the corner of New Street. The council has received many comments regarding this proposal, all of which agree with the above.
