b. County Councillor.
All council employees are working from home and it is proving to be successful. 
All elements of the council’s duties are being carried out, although road maintenance is six weeks behind.

Adult Social Care is proving to be challenging, care homes have been effected by the virus, and the council has one month’s stock of PPE and is training staff in its facilities to use it correctly and testing staff.

All routine hospital operations have been cancelled.
Speeding on the Broadway Road – Obstruction cannot be used however the road safety officer is looking at other options.

c. District Councillor.
Councillor’s Discretionary Fund. All Wychavon Councillors have been given £500 to spend at their discretion to help meet local needs, for example to support foodbanks and other organisations that are responding to community needs at this time.

I have been told that the conditions under which I can make any payments are as follows:

1. The money can only be paid to local voluntary or community organisations who are engaged directly in assisting the more vulnerable in your communities and are following the government’s current advice on how to keep volunteers and vulnerable people safe. These organisations may include your parish council or church if they are directly engaged in providing such support.

2. Under no circumstances should any of the money be paid directly or indirectly to individuals, groups of individuals or businesses.

3. This fund is not designed to support businesses. The government has announced financial support for businesses which is already being administered by local councils.

4. This fund is not to support individuals with Council Tax or similar hardship relief. Please direct people to www.wychavon.gov.uk/coronavirus where they will be able to get details and apply for relief directly from the Council.

5. You can award monies in neighbouring wards, especially if your communities use services in a nearby town. We suggest you contact the relevant local councillor before doing this to co-ordinate efforts.

6. You can join together to pool your budgets.

On the 25th March 2020, the council was informed by the County Council, due to Covid 19, the Lengthsman scheme is suspended until further notice.  On the 24th April 2020 the council was informed, if the council completed a Risk Assessment for the Lengthsman, he could return to do specified tasks only.
