Mr King confirmed the plan is essentially complete. A date and location for the public meeting to be arranged – Mr King to report back to the next meeting. Mr Sharp to provide him with data from the earlier Cala survey.

a) Malvern Hills District Council – Sarah Rouse and Peter Whatley gave an update on MHDC matters including the SWDP. It was noted the drains on Malvern Road near the pub are blocked –the Lengthsman to be asked to investigate. The previous suggestion of moving the hatched areas in the road to draw traffic away from the narrow footways in Leigh Sinton was discussed, it being noted that a report on this from WCC is still awaited. The road is due to be patched and it would have made sense to deal with any line alterations first.

To consider uses for s106 funds in the parish


The matter was discussed and Cllr Rouse agreed to forward guidance for s106 spending. The £35,000 for Leigh Hurst play area is ring-fenced – Mr Sharp, Mrs Marleau and Mrs Oliver to liaise. Other suggestions included a tennis court – Mr King confirmed this had been requested in the NDP survey – and outdoor exercise equipment. The need for football facilities was discussed, noting the difficulties of obtaining sufficient land without this being associated with a housing development.
