b) Following the news that subsidised training for the Lengthsman is restricted by WCC budgets, Cllr Hewer asked how training and PPE costs will be met in the future as the Lengthsman works for several parishes.  

Other correspondence: BDC had written back to FPC to say that they were not willing to place a dog bin near the bus stop.  This is not what we requested so the Clerk will write back to BDC to repeat the request for a general litter bin to 
be sited near the bus stop on Alcester Road.

PARISH LENGTHSMAN CONTRACT 2019/20

The amended contract had been forwarded to all councillors for perusal before the meeting.  

Item 4d of contract: Cllr Taylor confirmed that he will act as Manager (or designated representative) to discuss work carried out by the Lengthsman. 

Cllr Hewer asked if the appropriate worksheets were being forwarded to the Clerk and the Clerk confirmed that they are the correct ones being used and that the Lengthsman has agreed to complete and send them on a monthly basis in future. 

Item 5 Insurance.  The Clerk will write to the Lengthsman to request a copy of his certificate of Public Liability Insurance with a minimum indemnity of £5million.

Cllr Taylor suggested we ask the lengthsman to a future parish council meeting to discuss the contract.  The Clerk will invite him.

PLAYING FIELDS & BIN MAINTENANCE CONTRACT

Cllr Hewer proposed that we confirm the contract with Simon Skeys Gardening Services for 2019/20.  Prices are the same as last year.  This was seconded by Cllr Spencer and all were in favour.

ORNAMENTAL GATES

Cllr Taylor will contact Mr R Clewer at WCC in the next few days. Cllr Taylor proposes we have 4 gates (Costs are approx. £350 each) although the locations will need to be approved by WCC as some of the areas are restricted.
