Cllr Graham attended the meeting on 16th May and gave a report on events.  Report appended to the minutes.  Various discussions took place and it was agreed that OPC should join with other local towns and villages to support a feasibility study.  Although there was a suggested contribution of £1000 it was felt that as the proposed route currently only bordered the parish the contribution should be reduced to £700 which may be subject to vat.  Cllr Graham stated that there was an option to be invoiced which was accepted.

A resident complained about the use of irrigation across the road and footpaths in Three Cocks Lane and also the removal of the verge between the footpath and the growing land.

Representatives from the growers were present and were able to address some concerns.  They advised that they had cleaned the road as requested.  It was acknowledged that a good job had been done but there were some negative comments on Spotted Offenham that the work had taken place in the early hours of the morning.  They advised that the verge would be reinstated but may take a little time to be back to normal.  They raised concerns about dogs being allowed to run free over their land and discarded bags of dog waste thrown on the their land contaminating the crops.  The Chairman expressed concern and advised that an entry in the parish newsletter would be made to raise awareness.
