Declaration of Interests:  Mr Hull. (Regional Spatial Strategy), Mr Simmonds (Affordable Housing )
Minutes: The minutes of the annual general meeting held on the 11th May 2009 having been circulated were proposed Mr Parry, seconded Mr Wedd and signed by the Chairman.

Matters arising:

Vicarage Green:  There was some concern about the missing padlock which secures the Vicarage Green gate. It was agreed that should the current temporary arrangement prove unsatisfactory a new padlock would be purchased. 
Public Rights of Way and Footpaths:  Mr Simmonds reported that Mr Drinkwater had asked the Countryside Service (CS) to provide kissing gates at the allotment entrance, the parish council to erect them in situ. Mr Drinkwater reported that flooding of the path by Witchety Cats required ditch work. An interim improvement could be achieved by placing stone in the low area. The matter has been reported to CS.
Highways: The clerk had been advised of 2 possible lengthsman. It was proposed Mr Simmonds, seconded Mr Wedd and resolved that a sub committee be formed consisting of Mr Simmonds, Mr Parry and Mr Forrest to appoint the lengthsman. It was agreed that the lengthsman would be asked to carry out additional work to be funded by the Parish Council such as emptying the litter bins. The clerk to arrange interviews.
Mr Simmonds expressed concern about the lack of response from Worcestershire County Council concerning flooding problems on Bell Lane and Martley Road. It is now 12 months since the matter was first raised and despite meetings with county representatives at both locations no proposals / timescale have been received to address the issues. Cllr Davies agreed to raise the issue with the officers concerned.
Cllr Davies advised that Seven Trent had postponed their work on the A4133 in the light of public concern. 

Allotments:  Mr Forrest advised the fence had been erected to protect the pre school children.

Anti Social Behaviour:   The use of motorcycles in the village particularly in Church Lane was of concern.
Affordable Housing:  Nothing to report.
Parish Plan:  Nothing to report.
Village Hall:  There was discussion about the need for a fully costed programme of works and the need for invoices to be sent in a timely manner. Mr Wedd to raise these issues at the next meeting.
County Councillors Report: Cllr Davies stated that the County Council was now considering the completion of the Worcester ring road. He also said that the proposed bridge at Tybridge street was recognised as being ineffective and that any bridge should be built further north where it could form part of the ring road. The proposed St Johns rapid transit system should be accompanied by a “park and ride” site at the Crown East roundabout.
Regional Spatial Strategy: It was confirmed that Mr Wedd and Mr Simmonds would represent the Parish Council at the EIP. Mrs Beard thanked Mr Simmonds and Mr Wedd  for all their hard work in making the submission and attending the EIP.
No formal response had been received from the SaEV group to enable the clerk to issue the £200 contribution agreed at the last meeting.
Casual Vacancy: Two expressions of interest had been received. The clerk to produce a poster inviting applications. The cooption would be agreed at the July meeting.
Suspension of Standing Orders for Public Participation:   Mr. Morris expressed concern about a pothole in Hallow Lane near it’s junction with Martley Road. Mrs Beard advised that the road would shortly be resurfaced.
