Minutes: The minutes of the meeting held on the 2nd March 2009 having been circulated, were approved, proposed Mr Simmonds, seconded Mr Wedd and signed by the Chairman. 
Matters arising:
Vicarage Green:  The safety inspection report of the play area had been received from P & EM Ltd. Mr Wedd was thanked for his work keeping the play equipment safe and in arranging for the formal report.

It was reported that the “sliting” had been done to the playing field by Smart Cut. 
The Diocesan Board had responded to the letter asking for permission to construct a hard surface area with a request for a plan showing the area. Mr Forrest was asked to produce a drawing showing a petanque court.

Public Rights of Way and Footpaths: It was reported that the 300 copies of the parish footpaths plan were available from the printers and would be collected by the clerk shortly. It was agreed that they would be made available in the Post Office at a suggested donation of 60p to cover costs.
Highways: There had been a response from Jon Fraser of WCC who advised that the drainage problem near Broadheath Foods was not a high priority as property was not flooded. Dave Lavender would be in touch to discuss the various drainage issues in the village. It was hoped that the footway siding out on the B4204 would be done in June.
Allotments: The clerk advised that there were currently 2 applicants for allotments which could be accommodated on the last 2 new plots. There was concern about a tap leaking on the allotments. Mr Hull stated that he was getting a plumber and would endeavour to arrange for him to visit the allotments to repair the leak. It was agreed that the clerk would proceed with the purchase of a “no motorcycles” sign.
